To give a concrete In-
stanes, in last year's Prix du Jockey Clob,
which corresponds to the Engiiah Derby,
W. K Vanderbilt ran two harsss, Over-
wight and Negofol The former was sup-
posed to be the hettar horse, but 1t was
Negofel, ridden by the young American
tockay O'Neil that won, Oversight being

Immense Sums Pase.

More than $60.000.000 dollars pass
through the pari-mutusl anzcually In
France, the amoun: having practically
doubled In the last 1€ years. Nine.
tanths of this enormous sum s wagered
on the Paris tracks. The chisf of these

sre Longehamp, where the Grand
ts rur. Chantilly, whers the Derby and
Prizx ds Diane or Oaks sre the leading

events, and Auteull the principal jump-
ing track, where the Grand Stesplechase
and Grand Hurdle race are run. Less Im-
portant courses are Maisons Laffitte, St
Cloud and le Trembiay for flat races, and
Ergllsh and St Ouen for jumping

Longohamp there i & dollar stand, and
in addition the grandstand which costs
$4, with hall price for ladles. On tha
other tracks the palouss, or course, Costs
thres francs (60 cents) and the grand-
stand the same as Longclamp. At Loag-
champ and Auteyll both of which are In
the Bols de Boulogne, admission to the
course costs only one frane (20 cents).
There is racing Paris, all the Year
round except durlng August, when the
sporting community migrates to the coast
and Trouvills, Deauville and other towns
Bavs thelr meetings, nnd again just be-
fore and aftar Christroas, when all the
racing is down south, at Nice, Cannes and
Monts Curlo
Grand Prix Main Event.

“The" event of the year is the Parls
Geand Prix, open to three-year-olds
of all countries. This is run on the
last Sunday in June, and never falis
to attract an enormous crowd W. K.
Vanderbiit won this race, the most
valuable in the world, for the first
time two years ago, with his colt
“Northeast.” 1t was instituted in 156,
and in the presence of ithe Emperor and
Empress and a crowd so densa that It
impossible to aee anvthing.
