But hs doea
not eat the mcorn, for as a rule, he is
not & vegetarian. After being stored in
the holes, the acorna begin to decay
and are atincked by magota. It la thea
that the woodpeckers feast. It is all
very interesting. but does not help the
rallroad people out of their trouble.
