CONSTANTINOPLE. Jan. 28. J
Ridgley Carter, Who has been placed
at the head of the American Embassy
with the rank of Minister Plenipoten
tiary pending the appointment of
successor to Ambassador Straus, today
lodged a protest with the Porte against
the assault and Indignities to which
the American consular representatives
at Beirut and Alexandretta were re
cently subjected

It appears that a sergeant Instigated
a mutiny among 50 Turkish soldiers
who were beinf transDorted on the
steamer New Jersey. When that vessel
reached Alexandretta, she was flying
the American flag and tho American
consular agent. John T. Peristlany,
went on board to Investigate. There
he was set upon by the sailors and
driven from the ship. During the at
tack his bat band was cut and coat
torn off.

Ssnia Fe Offers Reward for Men
Killing Special Employe.

Santa Fa Railroad has offered tuOO re
ward for the arrest of the murderers of
L, K. McClure, the special agent who
waa shot near Abo Pass, Thursday.

It Is stated here that McClure was
killed by three half-bree- d Indians, mem-
bers of a band which hau bean robbing
freight cars on the Santa Fe. Officers
of the New Mexican mounted police are
trailing the murderers, who are believed
to be making their way toward Old
Mexico.

McClure's body war-foun- d today in an
abandoned well near Abo and brought to
his home here. Five bullet wounds were
found In his body.
