A road connecting with the Mount

Hood automobile road branchea off at
B'rentwood and followa tha Sandy
through Fharon Fprjnua tract to the
upper water of the Sandy Kler. and

be traversed by automobile to at
least 10 mllee above the mouth of Zta
aaar River. But by croeslnr the Zlerrag
and Clear Creek near the point where
theae atreama enter tha fiend y River a
rnnch ahorter rout Is secured for tha
Vpper Sandy River. There la a very

nod road from there on to tha camp
of tha force of men cutting the trail.

The Sandy River haa it eourre In
the glacier on tha aouthwest eld of
Mount Hood, which have been visited
by Portland people in charge of Elijah
Coleman, Mount Hood guide, but no one
has been able to reach the Immediate
headwater from the west aide, or by
following up the stream. Itev. Andrew
Montgomery undertook to paaa around
the west aid aeveral year ago, nut
waa not able to do ao. He aatd that the
cenery waa grand beyond description.

But It 1 the opinion of men who have
been In that rrgtnn that It I possible
to ascend Mount Hood from the Sandy
Stiver, or west ld.

Long-- Trail I Cut.
Mount Hood is vlelbl at all point

on the road up the cWindy Klver to the
cmp of the men employed on the trail.
From the apur near where tha Zigzag
empties Into the Sandy, and looking
east, a better view of the mountain can
te obtained than from almost any other
point on the Mount Hood automobile
road. The camps and telephone head-
quarter of the trail maker are near
the headwater of the bandy. They
kave been at work for aereral weeks
and have made considerable progress,
according to the report by William 1

Veny. who male a trip there last week
and took a large number of entirely
rew view of the country.

The trail will be cut a distance of
about 1 miles, and will be on such a
jcrad that it can be easily widened
and made Into an automobile road
avhicb tot scenic beauty cannot be i--
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ceMcd anywhere in the world, and cer-
tainly not on the Pacific Coast. For
this year the um of $10,000 was ap-

propriated to pay the cot of cutting
this trail, but later another appropria-
tion may be secured to widen It for
vehicle.

Road Prrmed JVaoiblo.
William PeVeny. who with other

Portland men own land in the Sha'n
Spring district, paseed a month at hi
Summer borne and obtained mora than
100 photograph of the country.

"1 am Impressed with the construc-
tion of this trail 1 mile long around
the north base of Mount Hood." said
Mr. reveny. "and that It can be changed
Into an automobile road of rare beauty.
While I vu out on the trail lat week
with the foreman of the contractor
constructing the trail I waa etruck with
the great beauty of the aurroundlnga.
I would not eay anything to detract
from tha old automobile road to Gov-
ernment Camp, but here Is the finest
view of Mount Hood that ran be had.
Coming up the Sandy River, we never
got out of view of the mountain and
encountered none o fthe terrific climb
from Rhododendron Tavern to Govern-
ment Camp. We drove to tha camps
of the men In a two-hors- e rig and had
no trouble, the grade being so mod-
erate.

"This trail will extend Into Hood
River Valley through the wild country
north of Mount Hood on a grade of S

per rent, and I wa Informed that It
can easily be changed Into an auto-
mobile road. I have been informed that
thla will be done In the near future.
It would then he possible to leave
Portland In tha morning In an auto-
mobile and ewlng around over this new
road and land in Hood River Valley
In the course of six or eight hours
after leaving Portland. At no place

"From the Investigation I made
while there Inst week. I believe tht a
way can be found to ascend Moant
Hood from that side R easily as from
Government Camp and Hood River, and
I should be willing to undertake the
exploration necessary to find the way
there. The road to the camps Is one
of the most picturesque In the country,
and only three small bridge will be
required across Zla-za- the Handy and
Clear Creek. While I wa there sev-
eral hundred, dollar waa pledged to
the erection of these brldtjes. nearly
enough to build" them. If these short
bridge were built It would be possible
to leave the main automobile road near
the Murphy house and run up the Sandy
along the north side of Zigzag Moun-
tain to the base of Mount Hood. I am
ure these bridge will be built before

another season. These bridges will
shorten the route to Mount Hood and
It will not be necessary to cross tha
Sandy at Brlghtwood.

"Construction of these bridges and
opening of tho road along the Sandy
River to Mount Hood will not detract
anything from the other resorts, such
a Welch's. Mauldlng's and Rhododen-
dron. If It cn be found that Mount
Hood can be ascended from the Sandy
River side it would, of course, result
In tha erection of a resort on the Randy
River. Later by changing the trail Into
an automobile road the resort would
be a way station on the way over the
mountain Into the Hood River Valley."

Mr. iJeVeny has conferred with the
members of the Tortland Automobile
Club elnce hie return, and they were
very much Interested In the construc-
tion of the Government trail and the
prospect of a new road Into Hood
River Valley. His numerous photo-
graphs cover a great variety of scenes.
They will be used In the movement to
make Mount Hood the center of a Na-

tional park.

Oregon Agricultural College Instructors Issue Bulletins Concerning Best
Methods to Follow in Imparting Knowledge to Students.

pupils In the first three grades.

Muchlne Sewing Delayed.

The work becomes gradually, more
complicated through the intermediate
grades, and machine sewing Is not rec-

ommended until the last two years of
the elementary school. The high
school course of two years Is also out-

lined.
The course In cookery has been pre

pored by Marlon Syddum Van Llew,
'

Assistant professor, and Myrtle Clark
Van Deusen, Instructor. This bulletin
discusses the -- Principles of Domestic
Science In School Curricula"; "Alms in
the Course": "Adaptation of the
Course": "Methods of Work": "Prepara-
tion of - Teachers." and "Course of
Study." A two-year- s' course Is sug-

gested and adapted either to the ele-

mentary school or to the high school.
The course discusses the necessary
variations in the Instruction in these
two divisions of the public school.
. "Children of the sixth or even lower
grades may learn to cook and be In-

tensely interested In doing it. but a
much better grasp of the subject is
obtained by the child after she is at
least 11 years of age," say the report.
"Psycholocy teaches that during this,
the hablt-formln- g period of life, a
girl's Interests, tastes, and powers of
efficiency are under course of forma-
tion. Therefore it Is, well to lay the
foundation here for an interest and lik-
ing for domestic affairs. At this ape
the girl's natural inclination Is toward
activity. In making things, and so, at
this formally? period good habits, such
as neatness orderliness, foresight, the
direction of the hands by the mind, also
manipulation of material, use of uten-

sils and correct methods should be
taught. If domestic science is studied
in the high school, it should follow
preferable the study of the natural sci-

ences, for the formative period la past
and greater stress then should be laid
on the theoretical phases of the work.
Domestic science therefore can both
precede and succeed profitably the
study of natural sciences, by being pre-

sented In two different ways. Modern
chool curricula are showing cogniz-

ance of this fact by placing the course
in cookery In the eighth or ninth grade
and a more advanced and quite differ-
ent course In the 11th grade."

Sale of Products Opposed.

A discussion of the relative merit
of meeting the expense by selling the
product of the claBS . either to Indi-

viduals or to the school lunch room,

and supplying the expense either from
the school appropriation or from stu-

dent fees, indicates that the weight of
experience and practical value of the
Instruction are opposed to selling the
product. These arguments are clearly
and forcibly presented. A higher stan-
dard of preparation for the special
teacher Is set up. The necessary
qualifications, are not only carefully
organized knowledge of the technical
processes, but a thorough grounding
In the sciences underlying the specit
alty, the ability to be a factor both In
the school and In the community, and
the personality and temperament that
can enlist the Interest and enthusi-
asm of all concerned. The course of
study Is classified and arranged un-

der the two general headings. "Discus-
sion and Theory." and "Practice." The
lessons are planned for two years, re-

quiring one lesson of hours dura-
tion per week (although the material
Is considered ample for two lessons per
week. An elaborate and detailed list
of the necessary article for the in-

stallation of a school kitchen for 20

students is given with estimated cost.
These publications have been pre-

pared after the faculty of the school of
domestic science and art. under Dean
Greer's direction, have made a careful
and exhaustive study of the school con
ditions ana neeas in uresun.
