LAW MAY CHANGE SYSTEM

Ex-Governor of ldaho, Portland Vis-
ftor, Talks of *Padrone'’ Scheme.

“Provisions of the Federal! alien Ia-
bor law are extensively violated, de-
spits the sfforts of the Government of-
ficlala,” sald W. J. McConnell, imml-
grant Inspector, representing the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor, at
the Imperial. *“This statute is avolded
by what Is known as the ‘Padrone sys-
tem,’ by which allen labor Is brought
into this country without directly vio-
Inting Federal restrictions. The pres-
ent spemsion of Congress will conslider
legislation caiculated to correct exlst-
ing abuses and give to the resident la-
boring people of the United Stateg the
protectien that wag designed In the
present law on the subject as it was
eriginally drafted.”

Mr. McConnell Ia ex-Governor and ex.
United States Senator of Idabo, but for
some time has been connected with the
Department of Commerce and Labor, his
special duties consisting of the Inves-
tigation of alleged violationg of the
allen contract Jaw. This law provides
& fine of $1000 for the convietion of any
person for assisting or encouraging the
