Suffragists Deplore Attacks
by Their Co-Workers.

TO CAUSE FEARED

HARM

Speakers at Session of Forum Say
Questioning Colonel's Motives

in Espounsing Votes for
Women May Injure.
Suffrage speakers who attacked

Colonel Rooseveit because of his edl-
torial In the Outlook whereln he ad-
vocated the cause of women's suffrage,
which they uascribed to political mo-
tives, were themsclves the object of at-
ticks by suffragists at the second
regular session of the Forum, recently |
organized by the Portlind Women's
Club. The moeoting was held yesterday
afternoomn in the awditorium of Olds,
Wortman & Kilng's store. The attacks
were condemnaed as delng Injurious to
the cause, by severa]l women spoakers,
in a discussion opened by Dr. Esther
C. Pobl

The first Intimation of opposition on
the part of the suffragisis to Roose-
velt's recent pronouncement in favor of
muffrage came Tuesday night at the
home of Mra, J. . Gauld, at 362 King

street, where 200 persons had as-
sembled to listen to addreswes by Mra
Helen Hay Greely, representing the

New York Equal SBuffrage League. and
Miss Charlotte Anita Whitney, presl-
dent of the Equal Suffrage League of
Northern California.

Editorial Is Critlelsed.

At that time Mrs. Greely called
Roosevaélt's sditorinl “sloppy,” and re-
ferred to Roosevelt as “the omnipo-
tent Oom of the Dutlook and of Oyster
Bay, who has taught the farmers’
wives how to Jdress and the stork
how to fly.™

Wednesaday night, before the State
Women's Press Club, Mize Whitney also
attacked Roosevelt, saying that he had
kept quiet on the suffrage subject until
he had learnsd that L590,000 would
cant the ballot at the coming election.
Friday night Roosevelt was the object
of an atiack at Spokane by Mra May
Arkwright Hutton, leader of the suf-
frage movement Ip Washington, who
referred to him as “a four-flusher and

a hot-alr artlst.”™
“1 think it Is Injurloas to the In-
tarests of our cause to attack publie

men” sald Dr. Pohl yesterday. “Where
one of us who critleizes a public man
may have one foliower, that man criti-
cized may have a thousand Suppose
all of us became public speakers and
atarted out to criticize men in public
life; why, In a short time we wouldn't
have a friend left and our cause would
be hopeless, uniess the men ware big
enough to overiook our foolishnoaw™

Mra M. L. Hidden, presidént of the
Etate Women's FPresa Club, who fol-
lowed Dir. Pohl, not only deplored the
eriticlsms of Roosevelt, but sald that
she thought Roosevelt's stand on the
muffrage question would prove s posi-
tive ald.

Attacks Deciared Unwise.

“We bave jJjust ones thing to do at
present,” she sald, “and that is to got
votes, Anything aslde from that meuns
4 useless expenditure of energy when
it Is needed more o other ways And
mont assuredly we are not golng to got
votes by attmcking publlc men, and
partivularly men that have jhelr fol-
lowers by the thousands

“*When a great man oxpresses him-
molf wo kindly as TMoosevelt has dons
we abhould be thankful for L™

Dr. Mary Thompson followed Mrs,
Hidden, “We must at this time,” ahe
eald, “avold anything that might tend
to weaken our cause ln this state. The
time Is a critioal one for us, and it I=
now that we are called upon to ex-
areise our women's duty and stroke
the far the right way.™

Mrz., Albart Ehrgott addreased the

DEMOCRACY AND MANNERS

Inguiry Into Teachings of Manners
in the Public Schools.

Dr. Charles W. Elot in The Cenulry.

Munners affect for good or Il the
daily happiness of every human belng
and the fortune and destiny of esvery
tribs or nation. Thelr Influence on
human existencs is profound and In-
cessant. Good manners are founded on
renson Or common sense and good will
They put people at ease Iln social In-
tarcoursa, welcome graciounly the
giranger and the friend, digmixs pleas-
antly the lingering visitor who dJdoes
not know how to withdraw, exprosa
alert sympathy with others, and prompt
to helpful co-operation with others.
They enable people to dwell together
in peace and concord; whereas bad
manners cause friction, strife and dis-
cord.

The oft-mentioned difference be-
tweun good muanners and good breed-
ifg., namely, that the Istter involves
a long education and the acquisition of
much knowledge and skill, whereas
the former do not, s quits as lmpore-
ant In Jdemocratic seclety as In eris-
tocratlc, Peasants, barbarians and il-
lterate persons often exhibit some of
the bLest elements of good mMADDers,
but their experlence of Ilfe has not
given them access to good breeding.

Belflshnenss, !gnorance, stupldity and
babitual inattention to tHe desires and
claims of othuers mrs the chief causes
of bad manners; and since these quall-
ties are rather common among mankind
and some admixturs of them often ex-
tsts In meritorious characters, bad man-
nerg are not ancommaon.

The atrest rallway companies In
American clties maintain active schools
of bad manners wherever they fall to
provide~a number of vehlcles adequate
to earry In A decént manhsr the
throngw that a compelled to use them.
Any crowd which ls in & hurry is apt
to afford practice in bad manners.

There cin ba no doubt that the great
majority of American publle schoolaare
actively contributing today to the aif-
tuslon and development of good man-
nors amaong the people, and hence to
the improvement of social conduet,
Whoever learns to ohsarve and respect,
through manners firmly based on eth-
jes. the lesser rights of others lg Nkely
to acquire incrensead respeet for the
jarger rights of the melghbor and olti-
Een.

Bince the safe conduct of democratie
soclety on ity bold voyage of philan-
throple discovery dépends on an un-
procedented development of mutual
good will, manifested kindliness and
hearty co-operation, the function of the
common schools Iin teaching manners
and morals i plalnly one of the most
important paris of publle education,

Pledges Totalling $25,000 Are
Given Willamette Universit_y.

SUPPORTERS ARE PLEASED

President Homan Polnts Ount That
Last Quarter of $100,000 Will Be
Most Difficalt Part of Sub-
scription to Be Secured.

One-quartar of the 3$100,000 sought
in Portiand for the half-million-dollar
endowment fund for Willamette -Uni-
versity has been pledged In the first
thiree days of actual sollcitation.

Suoh early success was hoped for, but

| hardly expected by Dr. Homan and Dr.

Hancher, and the Willamette backers
in the city are correspondingly elated
with hope of a whirlwind campaign to
a triumphant victory for the Salem in-
stitution.

Several large pledges have been se-
oured, In the sumsg of 5000 and over,
but the managers of the campalign at
this time feel that it would be inju-
dicious to make public the names of
the generous friends of the university.

“The fact that pledges for practioally
25,000 were wsecureq In thres dayvas”™
sald Dr. Holmen, “should not be un-
derstood to mean that getting this

amount represents only threes daya'
work.
Extended Work COlted.
“Some of this money has been In

sight for weeks—yes, 1 guess I may say
for months. Some of the donorys have
had the guestion under consideration
for & long time. The neadn of the
university and the duoty of Methodlism
to rally to fts aid at this time had
been ealled to the attention of some
of thesa people weeks ago. Some of
the donations are the results of sesd

sown ocarefully and judiciousiy even
farther back than that,
“Another thing I wounld ecall atten-

tion to ls that some of these gifis mre
from people who give pot because they
are Methodists, nor even because they
are special friends of Willamette TUni-
versity, but becsuse they ars friends
of and bellevers In Christian educa-
tion, and feel that a gift to Willamette

at this time will bs the best alg teo
that end that can be offerad iIn the
Northwest.

Last Half Held Diffiecult.

“And one more point,” sald Prasident
Homan, In conclusion, *“I would warn
Willamatte's friends from a too hasty
enthusiasm over this most generous
response so quickly following our ap-
penl. They must remember that the
last half will be harder to get than
the first half, and the lust $25,000 will
be the hardest $25000 of the whaole
amount.”

No Reason Why They Should Not Oc-
cur Anywhere on the Earth.

Sclentista who have made a study of
earthquakes expressed no astonishment
@t the fact that extensive shocks had
oceurred In Germany and Switzerland,
whare heretofore they have been nlmost
unknown. They sald that while earth-
quakes were more common In certaln
other locilitios, thers was no reason
why one should not gecur anywhaere,

“Earthquakes in Central Euvropé are
unusual,” sald ona salsmologist, “but
thnt doesn't mean that there 18 any-
thing surprising aboul one. The pels-
mologist, hearing of one, ls inclined
rather to say to himself, "Hello, there's
something going on in that reglon
pow!®

“The something that goes on, outside
of districts whers volcanie Jdisturb-
ances are the direct cause of shocks,
is usually s break or geological fault,
a ellpping of n stratum of the earth's
erust, which may first crack and then
slnk or be thrust up, according to the
direction of the stress that caused |t
This rupture is enough to cause tramors
through the earth, often with resulting
damage to bulldings.

*The ideas some people have that the
earth rolls up in great waves like the
sen is erronous, and those who daserlibe
Bow they have seen these wavea rip-
pling moross a fleld, arse much gifted
in imaginstion. In fact, the ground
moves upward, downward, obliqualy, or
horizontally, through a very small frac-
tion of an inch, and saldom through a
space of more than two or three inghes
The destructivensss of an earthquake
depends more on its velocity than on
