"Make No Purchases at Brighton
lAeach," la Detective's Message.

"Make no purchases of lots at Brigh-
ton Beach," waa the aubstance of a
telegram sent by Captain of Detectives
Baty to Sheriff Ingallo. of Esmeralda
County, Nevada, In reply to a query
from that official which, he said, waa
aent for the purpoae of protecting in-
vestors In hie county. The reply waa
aent upon recommendation of tne Port-
land Commercial Club.

Sheriff Ingalla made Inquiries aa to
one Thomas B. Watt, who is represent-
ing the realty company. He said that
repreaentatlons were made that 600
Portlandera had bought lota, which are
on the market at 150 to ISuO. The
agent told of a UH-fo- ot channel and
many glowing prospects.

ing statement to all of such candidates:

Your attention Is respectfully directed to
the provisions of section 84 of Lord's
Oregon Lari, requiring euaiaKiii iw m
Itemized sworn statements of expenditures,
vis:

'Every candidate for nomination or elec-

tion to publla office. Including candidates
for the office of Senator ot the United States,
shall within 10 days tnot later than May
4. ISIS) after the election (April 10. llt
at which he was a candidate, file with the
Secretary of State, If a candidate for Senator
of the United States, Representative In Con-
gress or for any stats or district office in a
district composed of one or more counties,
or for members of the Legislative Assembly
from a district composed of more than one
county, but with the county elsrk for

districts composed of not more than
one county, and for county and district of-

fices, aa Usmlxed sworn statement setting
forth In detail all the moneys contributed,
expended or promised by htm to aid and
promote his nomination, or election, or both
as tba case may be, and for the election ot
his party candidates, and all existing un-

fulfilled promises of every character and aU
liabilities remaining uncanceled and In
force at the time such statement Is made,
whether such expenditures, promises and
liabilities were mads, or Incurred before,
during or after such election.
