along the beaten path. Shaw In some
of his kindller moments classifled soms
of his plays as unpleasani. Strindberg
has been less kind and so, indeed, wore
Ibsen and & tew others. Tt s doubt=
ful thut Strindberg feels his plays to
be unpleasant or his ldeas, In a cor-
tain sense, warped, he only seexn life
through very dark glasses and he has
not the sense of humor which was the
saving clause In the case of Shaw

We may, after &8 study of Shaw, Iheen,
Rostand and Strindberg, cslculate on
the difference between the cynie, the
realist, the satirist and the pessimlist,
and perhaps we will find the pessimist
the most dlsagresable, especlally the
pessimlst who never was permitted =
{ife that would make anything but
pessimism posalble.

wrhke Father” Is Presented.

The first of & series of plays to be
presented at the Berkeley Theater. a
tiny auditorium and stage fitted only
for works which must be seen In ths
most Intimats manner, was glven on
Monday night, and this was the tirst
time probably that a Strindberg play
has been offerad In English, although
occasionn] parformances of his works
have been given (n this country by
Scandinavian companles,

The work selected for the Introduc-
tion was ‘“The Father,” the agenes of
which are lnid In Sweden In & amall
army post. The plot concerna the Cap-
tain of n cavalry company, his wife
and daughter, the three of whom are
at odds about the education and future
of the girl. The father has always al-
lowed himself to be influenced by his
wife and now she will not brook his
interference.

She resorts therefore, premeditatedly
to Influence him by suggestion and do-
liberately undermines his mind, which
was originaily perfectly normal. She
accomplishes this merely by conveying
the idea that only the mother can be
positive that the child Is hers. She
crontes such a strong suspicion in his
mind that he becomes obsessed with
the matter to such a point that she has
him deciared insane and his affalrs
are placed in her hands. Throughout
it §s obvious that the writer under-
stood the torture of belng torm bY
Goubts, also that he knew the lengths
to which suggeslon can carry.

Play Is Gloomy One.

In this play, as In many others, the
gloom is almont inexpressible, and the
Ingeniodaness almost devillah. One can
hardly feel hlm capable of writing in
a negative manner, that ls, In a man-
ner which expresses a mers subject.
His works are the outories of his own
tortured soul and he has never forgot-
ten the episode In his 1ife, when, at
the age of elght, he was suspected of

London Orchestra Liked.

It was a colossal enterprise to bring
an orchestra of 100 men from London
to America for 32 concerts, but this was
perhaps justified by putting at the
head of the London Symphony Or-
chestrn,  Arthur Nikich, whose name
remained behind him when he left the
Boston Symphony Orchestra. some 20
YeArs ago.

His was o royal welecome Monday
night when 8 modest-looking, reserved,
rather ‘small man made his appsaranca
on the Carnegle Hall stage In front of
the London Symphony Orchestra, one
with which only “guest” conductors
have appeared, and Mikisch has been
Its conductor for a long serles of con-
corts every meagon. Thers Was conse-
quently nabsolute unlty betweean the
conductor and his musicians, one might
go further and say rightfully artiats.

Nikisch muada L programme that
should have pleased an audlonce with
varied tastes, although thera s no
doubt that even In Tschalkowsky he
pould have found somathing more valu-
able, ns of all Tschalkowsky, "Fran-
cesca da Riminil™” is perhaps the most
theatrical In effect

Beethoven's “Leonore™ overture No.
8, Brahms' symphony No. 1 and the
overturse to “Tannhauser” were  all
played with the rarest qualities, ad-
mirable phrasing, poetic Inalght and
a singular clarity of line especially In
the Brahms' symphony, in which on
detall was everlooked. It may be that
in the last movement, Mr. Nikisch held
bacrk the triumphant nots a littie too
long for the sake of the tremendous
climax, but It was a noble and inspir-
ing perfermance, one which brought
the house to a veritable storm of &p-
pinuse.

Metropolitan Is Closed.

The Metropolitan has closed and all
the Interest is aiready centered upon
what the coming season will offer.
