L VIEXNA, July o). —{Speclal)—Those
Jews who dissent from the Zionist
movement, with Israel Zangwill at their
head, have -now found two new coun-
tries where Hebrew settlers could form
3 majority and so secure an sutonom-
rus administration. The advantages of
these lateat lands of promise ure now
under conalderation.

One of them js the Portuguess col-
ony of Angola, In Southwest Africa
and the other a Central American state
which may not yet be mentioned as ne-
gotiations are still in progress.
