Nothing has been heard recently
from the Royal Mail Steam Packet
lines, the largest fleet in the world
today, but there Is no reason why of-

ficials of that fleet should announce
detailed plans now. because they have
made no arrangements for docking.
The company has planned the con-
struction of special steamers for tne
Panama trade and evidently no move
will be made toward maintaining
service on the Coast In advance of the
big ditch being available, as ihey have
carriers operating In southern waters
In conjunction with transfer lines
through which cargo is handled to
Europe.

CRUISER CHANGES OWNERS

Well-Kno- w n Tng Flies Willamette &

Columbia Tow ing Fleet Flag.
Following a period of idleness dating

from the completion of the piers of the
Broadway bridge the tug Cruiser, of
the fleet of the Union Bridge & Con-

struction Company, was sold "yester-
day to the Willamette & Columbia
River Towing Company. Harry K. Selt-
zer, engineer of construction of the
Bridge 'corporation. completed the
transfer.

The Cruiser was built at North Bend,
Or., in 1S86. by the Simpson Lumber
Company and in her day was one of
the handsomest tugs on the Coast, only
the best materials were used In her
construction, the cabin and other parts
Being of Port Ortord cedar. Before
being purchased by the Union Bridge
At Construction Company she was
owned by th Spokane. Portland &
Seattle Railroad and was used in tow-i- n;

during the building of the bridges
over the Columbia at Vancouver and
across the Willamette at St. Johns.
Her new owners propose to use her as
an auxiliary to the regular towboats.
She was shifted from the Victoria
dolphins to the towing company's dock
at the foot of East Yamhill street yes-
terday, and before going Into commis-
sion will be overhauled and have slight
repairs made.

.NEW DREDGE NEARLY READY

Willamette Will Be Given Dock and
Harbor Test.

During the present week the new
steel dredge Willamette, of the Port
of Portland fleet, which is being com-
pleted at the plant of the Willamette
Iron & Steel Works, will be given her
official dock triaL It is provided in
the contract that she is also to be sub-
ject to a harbor test to determine how
she handles material from the river-
bed. If all goes as expected, the Port
of Portland Commission formally will
accept the dredge about August 20.

The dredge Columbia finished a cut
at Keeder's last week and shifted to
Hunter's and she will continue working
on the shoal places until a depth of 28

feet Is established. District Forecast-
er Beals says that all superfluour
water has about flowed out of the Co-

lumbia and Willamette Rivers. The
stage here yesterday was 6.5 feet
above zero and as the streams are fall-
ing at stations above, he believes that
dredging can be carried on without In-
terruption until the Winter rise.

STRATH EARX LOADS LUMBER

Arabian Reported Fixed and Terp-

sichore Is Chartered.
Latent of the engagements made of

steam tonnage effects the British tramp
Strathearn. which is reported fixed by
the Pacific Export Lumber Company
to lead here for Calcutta or China.
The vessel is on the way to San Fran-
cisco with coal from Norfolk, which
will be delivered at Mare Island.

It was also talked about yesterday
that Balfour. Guthrie & Company had
chartered the Danish steamer Arablen.
which the East Asiatic Company will
load at Copenhagen and Antwerp for
to the United Kingdom. Such an en-
gagement has been negotiated for, but
on the tecelpt of cables from abroad
the Coast, to carry wheat from Portland
yesterday the fixture had not been con-
firmed.. One wheat carrier was taken,
the German ship Terpislchore. which
has been added to the fleet of M. H.
Houser and the rate is said to be ap
proximately 42 shillings. The vessel
sailed from Antwerp May 8, for Rio
Janeiro.

GERMAX BOAT SAIS LIBELED

Steamer Held for Alleged Law Viola-

tion by Sister Ship.
LOS ANGELES. Cal.. Aug. 3. When

the big German steamer Sals arrived
here today she was seized by United
States Customs officials and a process
of libel placed against her, as a re-
sult of an alleged violation of the im-
migration laws by the Sals' sister ship,
the Osiris, on May 25 last.

It was alleged that the Osiris im-
ported 20 Chilean laborers to unload
cargo here, a violation of the immigra-
tion laws, punishable by a fine of J 1000
for each alien so engaged.

Captain Dlncklage, of the Sals, was
in consultation with the Federal au
thorttles today, and It was stated that
before his ship would be allowed to
proceed he would be required to put up
a bond of izo.ooo.

The Osiris got away. It is stated,
before any action could be taken and

the Government had been waiting ever
since for a ship belonging to the same
line to serve papers.

PENALTY 1"KACTICE IS FOUGHT

Employers' Association Suggests

Measures to Be Adopted. "
Information is being sought by W.

C. Francis, general manager of the Em-
ployers' Association of Oregon, con-
cerning the recent move of the long-

shoremen In compelling steamers that
loaded with nonunion labor on Grays
Harbor to pay 10 cents an hour above
the scale here as a penalty, and it is
said that steps will be taken to pre-

vent the practice.
In a letter forwarded in juest of de-

tails. Mr. Francis writes that the as-

sociation wants the embargo removed,
"either through direct action in form-
ing a stevedoring company or by action

MATHLOMA TO REMOVE SXAGS

Obstructions Above and Below Har-

bor Are to Go.
Acting under Instructions from Major

Mclndoe. Corps of Engineers. U. S. A.,
whose attention was called to the pres-
ence of snags below the city by Har
bormaster Speler, the Government snag- -

boat Mathloma, Captain Newt, uranam,
will leave the moorings tomorrow and
haul out two large snags below the
dock of the Associated Oil Company
at Llnnton. She will also remove any
similar obstructions found in that vi-

cinity and on the way to Oregon City
will clear the channel of any trouble-
some drift that has lodged.

There was a large snag caught be-

neath the Morrison-stre- et bridge dur-
ing the freshet that could not be man-
aged until the river fell, but a few days
ago It was hauled out by the harbor
patrol force, so the channel within tne
harbor limits Is free of obstructions.

The nasi week has seen 1 cent more
taken off the price of new-cro- p hops. The

This la not a figure at which
many growers will sell, but it Is aDout an
that buyers can pay on their Eastern or
foreign orders.

Three hundred bales were bought irom
growers In the past two days at 18 cents
and a few lots were taken at 184 cents.
While arowera are not free sellers at tne
current price, dealers, on the other hand,
have shown some anxiety to unload, par-

ticularly at Saiem.
The California market Is again showing

evidence of much weakness. New-cro- p Sac-

ramentos were offered yesterday at 17

cents, with no takers. Crop conditions In

that state, as In Oregon, are fine. A lead-
ing California authority estimates the
southern crop at 95,000 bales.

The crop In Oregon is coming along In a
satisfactory way. The yards are remarkably
clean, as the weather Is Ideal, and a quan
tity equal to the early estimates Is as
sured.

WHEAT FARMERS MEETING MARKET

Business Larger Than Usual at Tbls Time
of Year.

The amount of business transacted in the
wheat market' in the past week haa been
unexpectedly large for so early In the year.
Farmers have been more disposed to meet
the market and are now beginning to sell
with a considerable degree of freedom.

Wheat prices have gradually declined, as
freights have advanced, and as there is no
Indication on the horizon of any esrly
change In the upward trend of the freight
market, the opinion prevails that wheat will
go still lower. Club was quoted yesterday
at 77 cents, but this was figured above ex
port value. A distant steamer was fixed
yesterday at 47s 6d and nearby steamers
asked 60s.

Bill Would Bar Corporations From
Contributing: In Elections.

WASHINGTON, Aug-- 3. Further
limitations , curbing contributions to
political campaigns were incorporates
in a bill agreed on today by the
Senate committee on . privileges and
elections - and reported to the Senate
for passage. Predictions were made
that It would be enacted Into law at
once.

By the new bill all corporations
would be prohibited from contributing
money or anything of value to the
nomination or election of Presidential
electors, representatives In Congress or
state legislatures who elect Senators.

Contributions of individuals to such
nominations or elections would e
limited to $5000, ' but this provision
would not apply to candidates them-
selves.

Under the present law candidates
for Congress tye limited, to spending
$5000 in nomlnaVlas and election and
candidates for the Senate $10,000.
