The cars can be used
as sleeping cars only.

TJnlqne Position Held.

electric line between terminals west of
the Mississippi River, the distance from
Portland to Eugene being 121 miles,
sides branch lines and passing tracks.

With the coming of the electric line

i to the Willamette Valley south of' Salem, several new and magnificent
passenger stations will be built. The
plans of the electric line call for mod-
ern depots at Salem, Albany and e.

The Albany station, a structure
of brick and tile, is rapidly nearlng
completion. Plans are ready for the
Eugene station and the depot at Salem
will also be ready for use in a few
months. The various stations will
have ample express and passenger fa-
cilities for years to come and will
prove of every modern convenience for

. the traveling publlo. Owl trains, car-
rying electric Pullman sleeping cars,
will be operated to give the most con-
venient hours for night travel between
the two cities.

One of the features in the building
of the Oregon Electic has been the
fine overhead system. It has been con-
structed on the catenary system, which
permits trains to run at the fastest
speed desirable and still assures the
trolley poles remaining in place on
the high voltage wires. The old sec-
tion of the line between Portland and
Salem has recently been changed from
a COO to 1200-vo- lt system.

Ovr 71 Miles Laid.
' In the extension of the line from
Salem to Eugene, a total of 71 miles
of new line has been built besides
nme miles of passing tracks and ter-
minal and freight facilities In Salem.
Albany and Eugene. The building of
the line into the largest cities of the
Valley has also called for considerable
street work and in this connection

'.more than 10.000 feet of paving work
has been done. The entire line has
been electrified for a 1200-vo- lt system.

Four new electric substations have
been completed south of Salem to dis-
tribute, reduce and transform power for
the operation of trains. All buildings
have been built with a capacity for
1000 kilowatts with ma-
chinery installed at this time. These

. substations are located at Orvllle. Pir-tl- e.

Cartney and Lassen. The company
has also constructed a 60,000-vo- lt

transmissldn line from Salem to Eu-
gene and an independent telephone line
for company wires.

uLlAN ELTINGE is coming with an
entirely new collection of Parisian
gowns which promise to make the

ladles gasp.
The stunning evening gown wnlch

Julian Eltlnge displays in the third act
of "The Fascinating Widow," which
comes to the Heilig Theater next Sun-
day night, October 20, Is an example
of the present tendency toward metal
lic effects. In this instance, silver is
the metal employed to such good ad
vantage; but some of the newest mod-
els have as many as four or five dif-
ferent metals combined and blended
In a dazzling radiance of gold, silver.
copper and steel.

The gown which Mrs. Eltinge wears
in the second act of the play, with such
superb grace and distinction, is an
artistic triumph in silver over a foun-
dation of palest green satin, but In
narrow clinging lines, with a train and
extreme decollete, both back and front.
The deep V in the back is outlined
on one side by a band of black velvet
ribbon, caught at the waistline with

Beck secured her while she was

in New York, and the circum-
stances of her engagement were as
unusual as her brief and successful
career has been.

While in San Francisco, where her
father, the noted tenor, is now living,
she was called to New York by a tele
gram announcing her mother's death
from heart trouble. Miss Mlchelena
hurried East at once to share with
her sister. Vera Mlchelena, another
noted light opera singer, the grief at
tending her mother sudden death.

Tragte Story Told.
Vera told Beatriz the traglo story.
Their mother, who a few years ago

was a famous opera beauty, had
been afflicted with heart trouble. Pos
sessed of the ardent temperament of
the Latin, she was warned not to per
mit herself any excitement.

Vera had invited a few intimate
friends to meet her mother at dinner.
The conversation turned to music, of
which Mrs. Mlchelena was passionately
fond. One of the guests thoughtlessly
made a remark about the relative mer
its of light music, ragtime and clas-
ical music He opined that most of

the expressed devotion to classical
music was hypocrisy. Mrs. Mlchelena
accepted the challenge and vehemently
claimed for music the distinction given
to the other arts of painting, sculpture
and literature. She excitedly chal-
lenged her verbal antagonist to listen
to the two kinds of music, the cheap
and the fine, and then pass judgment.
She went to the piano and dashed off
a bit of ragtime with the technique of
an artist and the spirit of a "cafe

Then she played her own
arrangement of the great trio scene
from the last act of "Faust." She was
a brilliant player and played the mar-
vellous music superbly.

The guests were entranced. The
woman rose from the piano. Her an-
tagonist, with a smile of willing ac-
knowledgment, started toward her to
congratulate the artist. She clutched
at her heart and fell dead at his feet.

REFUSES DEBATE

Single Taxer Backs Down on

Questions Proposed by

Charles H. Shields.

LATTER CHALLENGES ANEW

Mir. Bengongh Says He Would Mteet

Opponent of Henry George Doc-

trine If Committee Allowed of
"Academic'' Argument.

After bitterly assailing Charles H.
Shields, secretary of the Oregon Equal
Taxation League, as a bragger, blus
terer and a coward, W. S. ITRen now
absolutely declines to meet Mr. Shields
in debate unless Mr. Shields will de-

bate on a question that Mr. TTRen
himself propounds.

Although Mr. ITRen dodges the ques
tion, J. W. - Bengough, a . paid cir
toonlst of the Fels fund commission.
who was also challenged, wrote a letter
to Mr. Shields Informing him that he
would be very wHUng to debate with
him on the subject, but that the or-
ganizatlon with which he was working.
the Graduated Single Tax League of
Oregon, refused to give Its permission.

The question Mr. Shields submitted
to Mr. U'Ren covered every phase of
the single tax situation. It declared
that the money for the single tax fight
was put up by the Joseph Fels fund
commission, and that the graduated
single tax measure was a Henry George
single tax measure and that it contem
plated the establishment of the Henry
George single tax In Oregon. Tne
question also contained the assertion
that the Henry George single tax would
not be for the welfare of Oregon.

Shield Charges Trick.
Mr. ITRen visited Mr. Shields and

said: "I decline to debate on the ques-
tion yon have submitted because that
Is not the question before the house.
I will, however, debate on the subject
that the graduated single tax amend-
ment should be adopted by the people
of Oregon."

Discussing Mr. U'Ren's action, Mr.
Shields said today over long-distan-

phone from Corvallis:
'Mr. ITRen is making one more des

perate attempt to trick the people of
Oregon by means of lies and subter-
fuges. He knows he could never de-

fend thp Henry George single tax In
Oregon, and now he is attempting to
make the voters believe that the gradu-
ated single tax is not the Henry George
single tax.

He Is trying to trie tne voters now
Just as he tricked them two years
ago, when he told them that they were
repealing the poll tax. In reality they
were foisting on themselves county
home rule In taxation, a single tax
measure.

'Mr. ITRen now says that single tax
a not the question oeiore tne nouse

In Oregon, yet on November 19, 1910,
he said before the Fels tax commission:
We have cleared the way for a straight
slnsrle tax fight In Oreson, ... but
we have not taitted single tax because
that was not the question before the
house. Now that question Is before the
house in Oregon and we will discuss
it in that state.'

Shiftiness la Denounced.
"It Is because of this shiftiness of

U'Ren that single taxers and members
of the Fels fund commission even are
beginning to denounce him. The East-
ern men consider the cause of single
tax lost in Oregon because of TTRen's
tricks. Mr. U'Ren knows that if he
exposes the true purpose of the grad-
uated single tax amendment, it will be
overwhelmingly defeated.

He wants me to debate on a ques
tion that will not permit me to prove
that the graduated single tax Is single
tax and that the single taxers. Includ-
ing Mr. U'Ren and his many friends,
are drawing liberal salaries from the
Fels fund commission.

"Not all single taxers are as peculiar
in their methods as Mr. U'Ren. I have
received from Mr. Bengough a letter
In which he says: "I desire to say that
personally I should be pleased to meet
you on the subject you propose. . . ,

But, as you are aware, I am doing my
work under the direction of a local
committee. I do not feel at liberty to
act in a personal capacity where the
disposal of my time is concerned, and
those in charge of our Bide of the cam-
paign are unfavorable to any debate
at this time on a merely academic
proposition.'

"Mr. Bengough adds that If I would
consent to word the question so as to
make it directly concern the measures
on the ballot, the challenge will be
promptly taken up. I want to prove
that my challenge does concern direct-
ly the measures on the ballot, for this
is what the question I offer says:

"Resolved, That the single-ta- x move-
ment now in Oregon Is financed by the
Joseph Fels fund commission of
America, with the object of planting
the Henry George Single tax In this
Btate; that the measures, both county
and state, offered by the single taxers
on the official ballot, contemplate the
establishment of the Henry George
single tax; that the Henry George sin-
gle tax is not a system of taxation, and
was not so lntendedr that It has for its
ultimate end the nationalization of land
by absorbing the entire rental value of
land, and that such a system as single
tax would not be conducive to the bet-
terment of society.

U'Ren Given Alternative.
"Because Mr. U'Ren was trying delib-

erately to make the people of Oregon
believe that I would not debate with
him, I cancelled my speaking tour.
Now he dodges behind his fake gradu-
ated single tax measure, with even
more elusive cunning than a small boy
dodging the farmer from whom he
has stolen apples for that is just what
