AUTO TO BE BARRED

Game Warden Finley Proposes
Game Law Change.

TAME BIRDS EASILY HIT

Pheasants and Quail Pay Little At-

tention to Passing Vehicles and
Pot Hunters Take TJn- -

due Advantage.

BT JAMES H. CASSELL.
"It shall be unlawful for anyone to

shoot game birds from a vehicle."
Such is the clause Game Warden

Finley would have written into the
game laws of Oregon at the next ses-
sion of the Legislature, eliminating
the gentle practice of motoring out
upon the country roada, halting with
a honk and a flourish, and slaughter-
ing Inquisitive quail, grouse and
pheasant, which heed passing vehicles
no more than the average bam' fowl.
The law aimed chiefly at motorists,

who are enabledto run out from Port-
land and other cities to the shooting
zone within a short time, but will in-

clude all vehicles.
"This practice of shooting unsuspect-

ing birds from automobiles is becom-
ing more than a nuisance," says Mr.
Finley. "Many birds are slaughtered
