Wind Blows 40 Miles an Hour

at Night in Chicago.

3 DEAD, 5 SERIOUSLY HURT

One Man, Blinded by Rain, Walks
Into Coal Hole; Another Steps

in Front of Train Many
Windows Shattered.

CHICAGO. Oct 12. (Special) When
Chicago took count of its injuries to-
day, following a le gale in the
night, it was found that three persons
had been killed, five seriously injured,
and many thousands of dollars damage
done.

The dead are Charles J. Mitchell,
Valentine P. Fleming and Tony Gereka.
The injured are George Faber, Edward
O'Brien. Jr.. William Corcoran, Leon
Kreshman and an unidentified man.

Two horses were electrocuted by
grounded wires, portions of the city
were thrown into absolute darkness for
several hours, and heavy damage was
done throughout the city, especially on
the Northwest Side.

Woman Knni Dowa Aged Man.
Charles J. Mitchell, 84 years old. was

struck by an electric automobile, driven
by Miss Clara Black. Both Miss Black
and the police declare the accident un-
avoidable. Valentine P. Fleming was
blinded by the rain and, holding an um-
brella in front of him, stepped on the
chains of a coal hole in front of the
Medina building. The heavy gates were
released and he was caught under the
arms. His chest was crushed. He died
in an ambulance. Gereka also was
blinded by the rain and walked in front
of a train.

Victim Arrested Seeking Doctor.
Sign boards and awnings went whirl

ing through the streets, and there were
plate-glas- s windows shattered in all
parts of the city.

Daniel Thurns, 42 years old, wis
blown against a store window j
smashed the pane. He suffered severe
cuts about the face and hands, and
while running for a doctor's office was
chased and arrested by a watchman.

JOHNSON WILL BATTLE

CHAMPION" TO FIGHT LAXGFORD

AXD M'VEY IX AUSTRALIA.

"egro Says Clash With First Man
Will Take Place December 6 ,

and Second Soon After.

CHICAGO. Oct 12. Jack Johnson an-
nounced tonight that he had accepted
the offer of $50,000 to fight Sara Lang-for- d

and Sam McVey in Australia,
made by Hugh D. Mcintosh. He will
leave Chicago October 25 for Australia
and will train there. He will fight
Langford December 26 and McVey a
few days later.

The formal contract, it is said, will
be signed Monday, although the de-
tails of the arrangements were agreed
upon today.

The deal was closed after several
hours' conference between Jack John-
son and his manager, Al Tearney and
W. C. Kelly, representative of Hugh
D. Mcintosh, the Australian tight pro-
moter.

"I have deolded to enter the ring
again and will fight Langford and Mc-
Vey in Australia," said Johnson to-

night "The terms offered by Mcin-
tosh are satisfactory and the papers
will be signed Monday. I think I will
meet Langford first on Boxing day,
December 26, and McVey a few days
later. I am confident of winning both
battles. I expect these to be my last
ring battles. I will leave Chicago Oc-

tober 25 and go directly to Australia
to train."
