Successful Gardener-- , Uses

Manure Generously

Knowledge"' of What Plants Need
and What Result From Use of
Different Foods Essential.

.BY LOUISE BRYANT.
N order to understand how and when

to give our plants a fertilizer1 we
should first know why it Is needed at
all. Plant food Is made up of 13

chemical elements. Three are taken
rom water and air. nine from the soil

and one from decaying organic mat
ter, like pieces of roots, leaves and
terns. All fertilizers really contain

nitrogen, potash and phosphoric acid.
Nitrogen is necessary to any plant and
it. is the element that is obtained from
the decaying organic matter. It pro
motes the growth of the leaves and
branches. Phosphoric acid is particu
larly good for flowering plants and
potash strengthens and builds up the
wood and fruit.

If you have already mixed cow ma
nure or some other good fertilizer with
your soil before planting, your plants
will not need any more fertilizer until
that Is exhausted. When a plant
ceases to thrive, loses Its vigor and the
leaves are small and dwarfed, you may
be sure that the nutritive elements in
the soil have all been taken up. One
of the great advantages of using a
fertilizer is that it will not be neces-
sary to repot plants- so often. Under
proper care they can be grown in the
same soli a. long time. Most author-ity agree that liquid manure is the
best and safest of all fertilizers. The
rule to follow In preparing it is this:
Take a bucket or a barrel Into which
you have placed dry manure, pour hot
water over this and allow it to stand.
When you are ready for it, pour in
more water and use a rather weak
solution about the color of weak tea.
on your plants. Every ten days or two
weeks is often enough to. use It.

Bone meal is also an excellent fer-
tilizer because of its plenteous nutri-
tive qualities. For Immediate effect
use fine bone meal. Mix- - It with the
soil about the plants. For each pot
plant a teaspoonful once a month is
sufficient. -

Fertilizers given to flowering plants
about to bloom will be of wonderful
benefit. The flowers will be larger and
the color-better-

I do not believe in the use of ammo-
nia as a fertilizer. It is not a plant
food; it is merely a stimulant. As the
aim of a true gardener is the steady
and healthy growth of his plants, tem-
porary greater activity produced by
ammonia is not advised. - ...
