PARIS, Oct 12.—{(Special)—The re-
port addressed to the Prealdent of the
republie on the sdministration of erim-
Inal justice for the year 1910 has just
appeared.” While erimes against prop-
erty show a slight decrease, crimes of
violence are steadily Inereasing; but
the most disquieting feature fs the ex-
traordinary increase In juvenile crime.
This Increase one had already gathared
from the pollee court réports appearing
in thes newspapers, but here it is In
cold flgures. In 1810 36 per cent of
nll the accused who appeared befors a

jury were minors—that is, under 21
years of age. In police court cases the
figure 15 even more formidable. Here
is the officiel table:
Crimtnals under 18 .. sensanse . ART
From 18 to 186 . 2,04
From 19 w 18 . « 7.090
From 18 1o 21 ., S2LADS
Total ..nsvsssvns . -.20,18¢
“In fact,” the report concludes, “the
maximum of ecriminality, both for
males und females, wos found among

the prisoners from 18 to 21 years of
age, though the flgures of fem!nine
crime are proportionately much smali-
er. Among men of from 18 to 21 there
are 301 priscners for every 10,000 In-
habltants of the same age and sex,
This ratio i= three times greater than
that established among those who
have reached their majority."

ACCIDENT- IS PECULIAR

Bagguage Spill Causes Death of One
and Injury to Others.

PARIS, Oct. 12.—{Speclal.)—An accl-
dent without parallel occurred yester-
day at the Austeriitz station of the Or-
leana line, in the heart of Paris. Two
trainsg were due almost st the same
moment, the first being a local train
from Juwvisy, driven by alectric power.
Tha platform wuas fllled with & dozen
hand trucks, plled with heavy IJug-
gage, known by the name of "davils™
One was top-heavy, and on being ‘shnlk-
en by the vibration of the Incoming
traln it spontgnecusly rolled over lhe
odge, just In front of the englne, which
sent it flylng, lke & projectile, with
terriflc force, Into tha middle of the
other trucks, round which Nad gath-
ered a group of porters.

The various articles were sent flying
in all directions, and the men, seized
with panic, dashed into the six-foot
way on the opposite side of the plat-
form, without noticlng the Toulouses
express coming In. The engine caught
one man and cut him completaly in
two, and injured seven others more or
less severely.' Fortunately speed had
been much reduced, though trains are
accustomed to arrive at this station at
& vconsiderable pace, only stopping
brisfly befors proceeding to the ter-
minus & few minutes farther on.
