The collection of money for coples of
automoblle registrations furnished to
insurance companies and othera during
the time Jordan has been at the head
of the department !s the basis of the
finding sgainst him.

Irreguarity Pointed Out.
According to the report, the Investi-
ation brought out the fact htat at

least $7700 was collected In thls manner
during the 18 montha of Jordan's in-
cumbency, and thar none of it was
turned Into the state treasury, where
ft should properly have gone.

The committee report decinres that
Mrs. Anita A. Brewer, stenographer in
Secretary Jordan's office. sold carbon
caples of dally reports she made on
behalf of the Secretary of Btate to the
State Controller, and that the practice
was carried on "“with the knowledge
&nd comsent of Frank C. Jordan, who,
Iin some instances, solicited cortaln per-
sons or corporations to purchase said
reports.™

The Information furnished In this
way. the report says, was valuable to
those who were willing to pay for It
only when obtained on the day that the
applications for motor llcenses were
Tlled, and it is charged that the orig-
inal records were taken by Mrs. Brewer
into tha private offlce Secretary
Jordan on the day that they were filed,
in order that the public might not see

Borah Finds Little Chance of
Relieving Congestion
of Large Cities.

Centers of Population.

OREGONIAN NEWE BUREAU, Wash-
Ington, May 10,—The adminlistration of
the publie land laws is scathingly ar-
raignmed in a lstter written by Sena-
tor Borah, of Idaho, to Samuel Fried-
man, chalrman of the American Antil- )"
Congestion League of New York City.
Knowing the Senator's Intarest in de-
veloping the West, Mr. Friedman
wrote him asking his co-operation in
the work of the league In diverting to
western lands thousands of people
now crowded into the large and con-
gestad cliies of the Easi. The Senator,
In reply, assures Mr, Friedman that itis
useless to take up his plan until such
tlme as the theoretical conservation-
Ists untle the.resources of the West
and provide some place and means for
the settlor to make & nome. His letter
Ils as follows:

“l am In recelpt of your letter In
which you describe tha condition of
the congested districts In New York
City and ask for assistance to send
thess people into the states that they
may aid In ‘developing the laurge tracts
bf uncultivated launds.’ 1 certainly
sympathize with these poor people, 1
have sean enough of thelr condition to
know how miserabla it 1s. I am more
than willing to glve any ald [ can in
& practical way to relleve the situa-
tion.

Poor People’s Chances Small.

“But in dealing with so aerious a
matter we ought to be practical as
well as sympathetlec. I doubt very
much whether, under présent condi-
tlons, It would Le wisge to send thesa
poor people into the West to aid in de-
veloping the large tracts of unculti-
vated lands. '

“The situation In which wea find our-
selves In the West at the present time
doea not Justify us in transporting
poor people to public lands. It re-
quires, under the preaent administra-
tion of publie land laws, men of wealth
to get &2 home on the public domain. I
do not desire you to understand that
I nm writing thia letter in a spirit of
captious levity, but New York City and
other Eastern cities are greatly ‘con- 1
gested’ with & class of people who have |
