When his son returned to France the
restaurant proprietor advertised in the
newspapers that he would not he re-
sponsible for further debts. The young
man veplied by sending to hils father a
posteard bearing o lifelike sketch of
himself, addressed * "Au  gentilhomme
conftomme”—a French pun which may
ba roughly rendered, “To & broth of &
gentleman.®

FFIGES 60 BEGGING

Postoffice Department Lacks
Applicants to Go ’Round.

EXAMINATION NOT POPULAR

More Than 8600 Offices of Varlons
Grades Still Vacant, and No
One Appears at Dates Set
for Formal Tests.

OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU, Wash-
ington, July 6.—Postoffices are going
begging, notwithstanding the general
el or of Democrats for pluces on the
Federal payroll In Oregon, for ex-
ample, there are four Presidential post-
offices vacant, in face of the fact that
the Postmaster-General called on Sena-
tors Chamberlaln and Lane to submit
recommendations. The names of the
offices are not made public at tals time,
but unless the Benators maoke recom-
mendations soon, the department will
take¢ other means of fillipg them.

In addition to the four Presidential
offices, there are 20 fourth-class offices
in Oregon unfilled, but thess will be
filled by competitive examination un-
der the new civil service order, the sal-
aries belng botween 500 and $1000.
Forty-five additional fourth-class offi-
ces; where the salaries run less than
3500 per annum, are vacant and wlill
be filled by postoffice Inspectors.

Other States In Like Condlition.

In Washington the situation Is egqually
bad, there belng sgeven FPresidential
offices and 29 fourth-class offices worth
more than $500 a year vocant, while 39
of the smaller offices are to be fillled
by inspectors. In Idaho one Preslden-
tial office ls wvacant; 30 fourth-class
officeas of the higher grade, and 35 ot
the smaller offices are all awalting ap-
pointments,

In the United States at large there
ars 471 vacant Presidential postmaster-
ships, and there are 1353 fourth-class
offices paying from 3500 to §$1000 where
candidates have not appeared, while
the total of smsall offices vacant is 1796,
This situation, except as to Pre¢siden-
tinl postoffices, Indicates that candi-
dates who otherwise might apply for
these Rppoiniments do not care Lo
bother with o clivil service examina-
tion. :
Applicants Do Not Appenar.

Of the better grade of fourth-class
offices, all are wvacant beacause when
axaminations were seit no one appeared
to tnke the test, and in the =smaller
offices the vacancles ocour largely be-
cause those appointed by postoffice In-
spectors must piss a pro forma exami-
nation before they can be commissioned,

1t looks, at a glance, as though the
Postoffice Department is in for a loirg
slege of embarrassment because of the
clvil service rule applied to fourth-class
postofifices, and the prediction, made
when the order becameo operative Is
belng tulfilled.. People do not want to
bother with a civil service examina-
tion to get a small-salaried offce.

SUIT FILED TO QUIET TITLE

State Is Asked to Clear Ownership
to Wagon Road Grants,

Charles Altschul brought sulft yester-
day in the Multnomah County Circult
Court sgainst the State of Oregon to
quiet title to 107,893 acres of land, part
of old wagon road land grantas. Throughs
a clerical error this land was conveyed
years ago by the Federal Government
to the State of Oregon Instead of to
the Willamette Valley & Csscade
Mountain Wagon Road Company. which
waes to recelve It in conslderation for
bullding a wagon road across the
southern counties of the state.

The tract consisted originally of
876,430 acren, coversd by 23 patents, O
these, No. 1, waa lsaued erroneously,
the others being issued directly to the
compsany. The relief sought by Mr.
Altschul 1s that the state be decreed
to have held the land In trust for the
company. ) -

Rivers to Be Surveyed.
SALEM, Or.,, July l11.—(Speclal)—
Extensive surveys of rilvers in the

state 1o determine water power possi-
bilities will be made this Summer by
the state and Federal Government
acting In conjuncticn. R. l. Harrison,
a Government englneer, went to Caza-
dero to begin the survey of the Clack-
amas River. The maps will ba on o
scale of two milesa to the inch and will
show the topography of the country and
profiles of the rivera, Other streams
to be surveved are Hood River, Sandy
River, S8antiam River, McKenzle River
and the middle fork of the Willametta
River.

PAPER INDUSTRY ANCIENT

English Production Harks Back
More Than 500 Years,

LONDON, July 12 — (Special. )—Brit-
ish papermakers who ure taking steps
to form a federation, control an indus-
try over 500 years old. The first book
printed on English paper, “Dea Proprie-
tatibus Rerum,” appeared in 1485, ths
paper having beon made at Hertford
by John Tate, who subsequently be-
cama Leord Mayor of London. It is of
excellent quality, and bears & water-
mark consisting of an eight-pointed
star Inclosed In a double circle.

At the end of the book are printed
the llnes:

“And John Tate the Younger doo mmke
this paper thynne,

That now In our Englysch this bokas is
printed Inne'"
