We can bound the greatness of
the things we ses; and we can define
the limits of every kind of sirength we
know; and we can compute the square
miles of the mighty ses; and we can
tell how far away Is the orb of day;

They did not
sae why elther, whan I got through
with them. I told them that I belleved
1 had a higher opinlon of the men than
they had, for 1 had always found them
very nice to me, and especially so at
the polls. Mr. Davidson then gave
them a broadside. They contena we
will vote aa our husbands To, and then
I told them how I had changed my
husband's vots on two qguestions Inst
Fall at our ealled election. 1 told them
he was usually so busy he dld not take
the time to read the questions, and I
did, and then when we got into an ar-
gument I would get the little pamphlet
and read to him. 1 think they had a

little better Wea of suffrage when I
got through with them.

“The weather has been very pleasant
here with the exception of one or two
doye. Yesterday was very coid, but to-
day s nlee and warm again. It
changes so fast I cannot Keep up
changing clothea to sult the weather,
We mre on the fourth floor of the
house, so get all the sunshine thers s
to be had Our little apartment is very
comfortable and cozy.

I find
things even more reasonable here than
in Portlangd and I belleve we are living
a great domnl cheaper than in Hood
River. Where I went to buy my vege-
tables thls morning 1 found a lot of
big flies sitting In the suon on them. 1
immediately went to the other side of
the street. It might be as bad there
some other time In the day, but I did
not see it. They are not very careful
here, and I have Had quite'a time look-
ing around for the best place to trade.”

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CALIFORNIA CITRUS GROWERS RAISE
$3,500,000 FUND TO FIGHT FROSTS

Mammoth Sum Is Paid Up in Cash and Is Indication That Fruit Raisers Are Not Suffering From ‘‘Hard
Times''—Los Angeles Investment Company Weathering Storm—Highway System Seems to Be Dying.

08 ANGELES, Cal., Dec. 20.—{Spe-
I elal.)—Under {ts new management
of directors, the Lecs Angeles In-

vestment Company, which last month
was Iinvestigated by the Guvernment
and itz officials Indicted, seems to be
slowly wenathering the storm. Juodge
Wellborn, in the United States District
Court, has refused a petition to appeint
a rocelver, belleving that the presant
board of directors are capable of di-
recting its affairs and again putting
the company upon & sound financial
basls,

The future of the company will de-
pend to a great extent on the outcome
of the annual election, which will take
place at the stockholders’ meeting to
be held January 10, 1914.

Those now in control cannot plan
ahead with surety until the personnel
of the board, after the electlon, Is as-
sured.

A commlttee selected at a meeting of
a portion of the stockholders held on
November 22 to lovestigate existing
conditions, have sent a letter to the
stockholders asking for proxies to re-
tain the prezent board of dirsctors In
power. The board Is now composed of
D. A, Humburger, Stoddard Jess, R. A.
J. E. Fish-

Rowan, W. H. O'Melveny.
burn, W. H. Allen. Jr., &and Harry
Chandler.

That a stubborn tight over the selec-
tion of ths board of directors wiil he
waged In the atockholders’ meeting is
indicated by the fact that a number
of the complaining stockkolders met
Friday night and organlzed “The Los
Angeles Investment Company Stock-
holders’ Proteotive Association.”

The purpoze of this organization Is
announced as being "To conduct A care-
fully planned campaign to secure prox-
les to make & Tight on the floor of the
stockholders’ meeting to put in & boprd
of directors who are Interested finan-
clally in the company and who will
give all their rime to the affalrs of the
company.”™

¥inal Tuannel Measure Passes,

The final ordinance for the lowering
of the grade of the North Broadway
tunnal, to cost about $150,000, which
will increase properiy values sur-
rounding the tunnel hundreds of thou-
sands of doilars, was passed by the City
Councl! Iast week with the dissenting
votg only of Couneclilman Betkouske.
Adoption of the ordinance was urgad by
scores of prominent Broadway mer-
chants and Lundreds of property own-
ers in the assessment district, who will
be called op to pay for the work.
