way he stores his car or the manper in

which he ue it during the Winter he
will Incur a large repair expense bil'.

The manufacturers of Diamond tires

When
Jacked up the tires should be removed,
washed carefully and if the tread or
side walls are cut they be re-

paired before sior'nir. The Winter
offers an excellent to tne
motorist to ;ret his car in good shape
for the coming season.

If the tires sre ir. rlrst-cla- ss condi-
tion Ihey should be wrapped In dark
paper, whiih will prevent lisht from
getting to therh. and then stored where
there is do ranger of freezing. Heat,
light and cold are all enemies of rub-
ber and the motorist who does not take
this precaution with his tire
will And that his tires have deter-
iorated during the Winter.

The car should he gone over care-
fully and cleaned, grease taken out of
the geiaJS. they should be repacked and
special care taken to drain the ra-

diator, if this is not done there will
be danger of freezing. Leave the pet
cocks under the radiator and engine
open.

Another thing which you may not re-

member to do is to put up the top. If
It remains . down during the entire
Winter it will Bet in creases and il It
