Unitarians Almost Inclined to 15

Sympathy.

riTTSBUIlC.. Nov. 11. The
o action of the delegates in Indorsing
woman suffrage at an earlier session
marked the close of the 31st annual
meeting of the Unitarian Conference
of the Middle States and Canada. Rev.
C. Seymour Bullock, of Ottawa, de-

clared thnt the suffrage question was
and should notnot a moral question,

have been taken uji in the councils of
the church. Otner delegates raised the
question whether the action really rep-

resented the sentiment of Unitarians
as a denomination. They pointed out
that the resolution was passed at a
time when only 17 of the 41 delegates
were present, and that only of
those present voted in favor of suf-
frage.

great States of Xew Jersey. A'tw York.
.Massachusetts and PenJ.sy ivania," anil
urged "leaders in tt:.s movement for
equal oolitical rights for women to
continue undiscoutaged their campaign
for public education."

vention upon tho suffrage question.
Other delega.es. expressed similar

views. The conference adjourned with-
out taking any further action on the
matter.
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
