local engineer officer. Colonel Jay J.
Morrow, made a report on the project,
lie khowa that the flraf project, calling
for a channel 200 feet i Ido and 20 te.-- t

deep, waa built at a coal of 149.112. the
l ort of l'ortland paying half the coat-Ha- lf

of Katlmalrd Ct aved.
There waa a anvlnir of more than

J SO 000 on thin work, aa Conureaa had
appropriated $100,000. When the ol

channel waa aecured It was eall-mat-

that It would eot SiOOO annual-
ly to maintain the channel. Colonel
MorrnWe report, which ia approved by
the r.lver and Harbor Board and by
the chief of enalnecrs. then aaya:

"Sluce the completion of the project
no work of maintenance haa been un-

dertaken. AltlioUKh no aurvey haa
been made of Oregon Slouich since the
completion of the project. It Is under-
stood that sooumllnK taken by the
local Interests Indicate that nearly all
of the cut haa shoaled from two to
elcht feel, cauaed by the deposits of
the frcahet of the Summer of 19M. An-

other f rennet la now passing, which
111 doubtless add to the shoallnir. It

is estimated that to restore the channel
to a depth of 20 leet and width of 200

feet would require tho removal of at
least TOO. 000 cubic yards and would
cost about 1200.000. and It would ap-

pear reaaonable to suppose) that a like
expense for maintenance would be re-

quired at each maintenance operation.

MORE TALK ONOCEAN RATE

Mr. McKercher Returns to tlio Pray
on Parity Question.

rOr.TLAND. Or., Feb. 12. (To the
Editor.) I accept your Invitation to
speak again, and I present what seem
to mo a few "f undsmentals."

The postulate of the advocate for
parity of rates for the Lower Colum-
bia with Pugct Sound is that It puts
the Columbia on the map instead of
Portland only; that It will prove the
entering wedge to the correction of an
arbitrary, artificial and unjust system
of freight rates in favor of the Sound
aa against the Columbia, and that it
will open to Portland the opportunity
lo secure the advantages of her favor-
able position.1

Hence, it Is that we suggest that as
Portland is a Columbia River port, she
cease to regard herself as a separate
entity, and then lend her efforts
toward the accomplishment of that
which we deem fundamental to the
future of Portland and the whole Co-

lumbia River system, with which she
Is tndissolubly tied.

We do not claim that parity of rates
on grain and flour from the interior
will solve the whole problem, for this
Is but one factor in the equation, which
includes lumber, fish and general com-
modities the whole arbitrary freight
situation.

Note some of the discriminations:
From Hoquiam to Spokane the sash

and door rate Is SO cents per 100.
Astoria to Spokane 37' cents.

Salt Lake is one of the greatest cen-
ters for the consumption of our lum-
ber, Tacoma. Seattle. Hoqulam. Eu-

gene and even Toledo, on Yaquina Bay.
have a 37V-ce- nt rate, while from
Astoria it Is cents.

On salmon, another great Industry.
Astoria, Is shut out of the whole In-

land Empire.
The Salmon rate. Seattle to Spokane,

is 43 cents; from Astoria 53 cents.
This rate. Seattle to Spokane. Is in

effect on the O.-- R. & N.. which In-

volves a ii.-.'-Jl of 185 miles in excess of
the haul. Portland to Spokane, and Sa
miles In excess of Astoria to Spokane.

Portland is not a salmon - packing
center: Astoria and the hound are.
therefore. Spokane contiguous ter-
ritory buys Its salmon on the Sound.

This rate also precludes the develop-
ment of deep-se- a fishing at the mouth
of the Columbia In the same propor-
tion.

A large volume of freight Is hauled
through Portland to the Sound at the
same rate that Portland enjoys, ana
are we embracing thia fine opportunity
for action?

For 25 years Portland has permitted
discriminations against her in

favor of the Sound without audible pro-
test, she Is In danger now of being
debarred from getting Justice because
she has for so long slept on ner rignts.

A to wheat and flour export you
ask: "Whose trade will Astoria pro-

cure. Portland's or the Sound's; if the
former, why? if the latter, how?"

We answer, a large part of both ulti-
matelyand Portland's because of the
logic of the geographical situation, for.
while steamships will come to Portland
for full cargoes, eventually they will
make a lower charter from Astoria to
avoid the river and save time and 200

miles of navigation.
The Sound's, because every ship

would save 00 miles of sailing as be-

tween Astoria and Europe, and the
Kniind and Europe, a great saving of
sailing and time, eventually giving
Astoria a differential in cnarters as
against tha Sound, reversing present
conditions.

Leg than cargo lots must be assem
bled somewhere, - which at present is
the Sound. Why not the mouth of
the Columbia?

Here the Hill lines haul sugar 600

miles farther at the same rate as
Astoria without complaint, but when
Astoria asks for common-poi- nt rates,
involving a haul of about 100 miles
longer, a great cry is made about this
extra haul without remuneration.

Again, the Great Northern rate on
wheat from points immediately west
of Spokane to Everett Is 17 cents, but
they bring it to Portland, 200 miles far-
ther, at the same rate, proving that dis-
tance, within limitations, does not en-

ter into the problem, except in the
Astoria case, which the railroads must
regard too fundamental to be permit-
ted to prevail.

la it not already proved that 30 feet
in the river will not solve the prob-
lem, but simply hold our present full-carg- o

business? If so, must not the
solution be found in the abnormal
freight tariffs?

What would happen if all of Port-
land's wheat and flour export business
should be moved to Astoria? Well,
the same men would handle it. the
same banks finance it; a few steve-
dores might move to Astoria.

Certainly, everybody will boost for a
lower rate for Portland now, or at any
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other time, when Portland gets her
nerve and poise and asks for It.

ocate of "Scuttle" Policy.

RULE IN EAST CRITICISED

Oregon Congressman Says Vnited
Slates Is Forcing on Filipinos

Same Conditions That Pro-

voked American Revolution.

OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU, Wash-
ington, Feb. S. The United States can-

not got out of tlie Philippines loo
quickly to suit Senator Harry Lane, of
Oreson. Of all Democratic advocates
of the "scuttle" policy Senator Lana
was among the most advanced. During
the debate on the Philippine bill bo
said he would support the proposition
tliux provided for the earliest with-
drawal from the islands. Explaining
his reasons. .Senator Lane said:

"I have no great confidence in the.
benefits which the Filipinos will de-

rive from our guardianship of their af-
fairs, and if it should prove to be no
better in its results that that which we,
have exercised over the affairs of thj
Indians it will prove anything but a
blessing to them.

"I have no great amount of patience,
either, with the attempt now beinjr
made to compel the Filipinos to re-

main in subjection to us until sucli
time as they reach an arbitrary stand-
ard of mental and political qualifica-
tion which will be pleasing to us. and
for which no other standard is set, but
which must needs make them conform
lo a sliding scale of indefinite length,
manipulated by an interested referee.

"If this nation continues that policy,
their only hope of ever attaining their
independence will rest upon a success-
ful revolution. To make such a pro-
posal cannot be accepted by the people
of those islands except us an insult,
and it deceives neither them nor any-
body else. The proposal to hold thorn
in subjection until, in our judgment,
they become fit for is
coolly insulting and is, in my opinion,
a us assumption of superior-
ity which, whether based on facts or
not. cannot with good taste be urged
by a people who acquired their own in-

dependence only after a bloody revolt
against a country which urged tha
same reasons for not fieting us from,
their subjection.

"1 do not believe that any nation,
however wise or just it may be. can
govern another people, an alien people,
as well as they can govern themselves.
I do not think any nation in the world,
no matter what its slate of civilization
may be nor what its wealth may be,
has the right in justice to impose sub-
jection upon another country whicii
wishes to be free, for all we know,
would have been a free and independ-
ent and a prosperous nation, in tho
case of the Filipinos, 200 years ago iC

tho Spanish blight had not fallen upon
it. We are nrt skulking out of that
country. It is our humane and just
duty to them and to ourselves to part
witii them in good will and in kind-
ness, and it is to their best interests
and to ours to do so at as early a data
as possible."
