While these bever-
ages pay no llcenao of any kind, they
sell for Si cents a pint. This would
bo I2.S9 a gallon, whereas good wine
could be bought, before January 1, for
fl to $1.-- 5 a gallon.

The prohibitionist may think ho is
reforming tho world, but look at th
people who have bad probiLiUuu fur

many "centuries, the Turks, the Arabs,
the Kurds, the most bloodthirsty, im-

moral and backward races in the world.
I do not say that prohibition is the
cause of their Immprality. etc.. but it
must be admitted that it has done
them no good, although they have
practiced It for 900 years, which is giv-
ing it a pretty fair trial.

quarts of whisky.

If this Is not done the result will be
that a man who would otherwise drink
a little wine will now be compelled to
drink whisky, as two quarts of wine
Is an absurd amount for a month's
supply.

(To the Ed-
itorsHaving read the- - proposed bill
of Rev. Mr. Tufts in the The Sunday
Oresonian, It looks to me that this
bill Is not consistent, is not in ac-

cord with the teachings of Jesus Christ,
haa no Christian principle and is dis-
criminating, and it certainly looks like
a big peace of deception.

In section l of the proposed bill we
read: "It is hereby declared to be
tho public policy of this state to pro-
tect each person in his natural risht
to enjoy one day of rest lu seven as
a law of human nature, und thus to
promoto the health, hnpplness, safety.

SPA DAV REST BILL ATTACKED

Correspondent Avera .Measure Is De-

signed to Deceive as to Intent.
PORTLAND, Feb. 12. (To the Edi-

tor.) Rev. G. L. Tufts's Sunday rest
bill, printed in The Oregonlan, January
50, in the apparent mildness of the in-

strument, is: designed to deceive all
classes of citizens who are not in sym-
pathy with his sectarian idea of a
weekly rest day. Dr. Tufts knows, and
he knows that some other people know,
that he does not ask, in this bill, for
all lie and his National Reform asso-
ciates desire to secure; but that this
Is only an entering wedge for more
6ppressive religious legislation.

In this bill he appeals to the State
of Oregon to honor Sunday as a state
rest day. nnd by fine and imprisonment
to preserve it from his idea of desecra-
tion by nonconformists.

In remarks prefacing the published
bill he is quoted as sayinsr: "The pro-
posed law makes no religious require-
ments." In The Oregonian of October
25, 1913. in his endeavor to pacify The
Oregonian. he says:

"The editor labors under the mistake
that we (National Reformers) propose
to force people to raet on Sundays
whether or no. That may bo said of
the Sunday laws of some of the states."- -

We wish to call the attention of the
reader to the fact that he herein un-

wittingly acknowledges the true char-
acter of Sunday laws "That may be
said of the Sunday laws of some of the
states." Yet, if our friend could have
hud his way a few months ago, some
of the people would have been forced
to "reft on Sunday, whether or no";
and all Portland knows it.

Still, in the face of these facts, tho
doctor has the courage to say to the
public, in The Oregonian of February
3. 1916: "But the history of the past
50 years of lax enforcement of such
laws in Oregon should allay all fears
of thRt nature." "Remember the
Maine!"

What the doctor really desires in
Sunday law and its enforcement is that
the people of Oregon shall recognize
Sunday as a religious Institution. We
quote:

RECORD OP CRIME KEEPS VP

New York's Boast of HavlnK Lesa
Murder Held of No Moment.

PORTLAND, Feb. 12. (To tho Edi-
tor.) There is a deceptive quality in
New York's murder statistics pub-
lished In the news dispatches of The
Oregonian. Having 257 murders in
1914 and only 246 in 1915 may seem
like making progress as the years
pass. But we must remember that in
1913 New York had but 131 murders
and a few years before that only 119.
So, after all, things seem to bo Betting
worse rather than better.

The United States has been called
the land of laws and lawlessness. We
have plenty of statutes and ordi-
nances re&ulatinp: the private lives
of our people, while our police and
judicial budget runs far past the bil-

lion dollar mark. Y"et strangely
enough, with the exception of Hun-
gary and Uruguay, we lead the civil-
ized world in murder, as tho follow-
ing figures (taken from the 1916
World Almanac, p. 277) show:

Homicides per 100.000 population
(19U1-191C- ). United States, 4.05; Italy,
3.99; Austria. 2.12; Ireland. 1.02; Eng-
land ahd Wales, .8S: New Zealand, .79;
Jamaica (an English possession over-
whelmingly negro), .76; German Em-
pire. .70; Japan, .64: Norway, ,51; Den-
mark, .41; Scotland. .41.

Comparison of crime records of thrco
great cities shows that in .1913 Chi-

cago had 262 murders. New York 131,
London 36. The same year Chi;iiro
hud 1022 robberies and assaults with
attempt to rob. New York had 926,
London 7S. Chicago undoubtedly leads
all the cities of the world in murder
and highway robbery.

Tho worst of it all is thut. to far
nobody can discern any practical und
effective reforming agency, institution
or influence now at work or likely
to appear in the United States at all
capable ot . materially reducing this
shameful record. Wo can find little
or no comfort in the fact that we
have never surpassed the hitrh-wat-

mark of 10.662 murders in lsliu. Our
average remains persistently between
9000 and lu.000 n year. All our legal,
education and religious efforts seem
equal futile to change this evil con-

dition. T. T. F.
