Tha fallure of many physicians to
report casas of communicable diseases
is scored as being a great hindrance to
the efficlent work of the board In con-
trolling epldemics of such diseases,
The report says of this:

“Good health statutes and board of
health rules exist for the control of
communicable diseases, but fallure of
local health administrations to enforce
them defeats their purpose. There i a
fTallure on the part of many physicians
to report or quarantine contaglous or
communliecable diseases, and this condi-
tion will continua to exist as long as
the Board of Health is inadeguatealy
provided for and hasa no fleld repre-
sentative to enforce health statutes and
health rules and regulations.

Assessment of 55 Made.
It was voted to call upon ekch or-
ganization holding a mambership in the
congress for the payment of $6 and to
charge a like sum to all new members
coming into the congress.
