FRENCH RECAPTURE LINES

German Shock T7nits Destroyed by

LONDON, Aiis. ll.Six German as-
saults were made on the British posi-
tions to the east of Ypres during the
Jiight, according-to- - the British official
statement issued today. They all broke
down after fierce, fighting.

Fiald Marshal. Haig reported, that
the British maintained their positions
to the east of Ypres and gained, ground
Hear the Ypres-Men- in road.

The statement reads:
"Fierce fighting took, place yester-

day evening for possession of tha im-
portant ground captured by us earlier
In the day east, of Ypres. On six sep-
arate occasions the enemy troops ad- -,

vanced to the assault and on each oc-

casion were beaten back by our rifle
and artillery fire.

In the Champagne the Germans
launched several attacks over a. front
t( nearly two miles In' the region of
t'arnillet, and at one point succeeded
in penetrating the French advanced
trenches. In an energetic counter at-
tack, the French statement ' Bays, the
Frenchmen regained the lost ground
with the exception of about 60 yards,
which the Germans still occupy.

On the Aisne front the French carried
out a brilliant attack.so-ut- of Aillea
and recaptured an Important trench
which; had been Btormed by the Ger-
mans. Repulsing several counter "a-
ttacks the French maintained their new
positions.

BERLIN, Aus. 11. via London. Bri-
tish attacks on a front of nearly five,
miles between Frexenberg and Hotle-bek- e

Robert B, Allen, secretary of the
West Coast Lumbermen's Association,
last night telegraphed to the Secretary,
of War a pledge that the entire lum-
bering industry of Washington., would
turn out all spruce lumber needed by
the United States and her allies for
the construction of the bugre airplane
fleet.

The telegram said in part: "The
United- - States Government and the al-
lied nations can absolutely depend upon
the Pacific Northwest lumber industry
quickly, and efficiently furnishing all
necessary spruce for aircraft purposes.
To this end we are now mobilizing
spruce log supplies at manufacturing
points and have located a sufficientsupply of spruce timber easily accessi-- .
ble for immediate logging to fulfill this
pledge."
