PASSED AWAY LAST WEEK

Mr. Thornion Served During Civil
War, and Was Asked to Re-
enlist iis
Continned Bravery.

The elder Thornton treasured the lat-
ter during the later vears of his life,
and passed it down to his son, John W.
Thorntou,

Mr. Thornton's death Inst week lost
to the state n business man of wide
experience. Coming to Oregon in 1304,
after having been a rallroad officiaul in
the Middle West for yemrs, he settled
first at Independence. He was right-
of-way man during the location and
construction of the Oregon Electrle
Rallway, and nfter Its
aorganlzed the Farmers' Bank of WIii-
sonville, and served as Iits president
until his death.

and wasx made a corporal when only 15
voars of age.
