On one side,
to those that are In harmony with him.
who maintaln their rhythmical step of
obedience—to those who will wrlk with
him in confidence in the coeol of the
day-—the luws stil]l workk good.

But, on the other hand., to those who
are discordant, and without the will of
God, they re working trouble, and
paln, and sicknegs, and defeat, and ul-
timate ruin. All laws co-operate in this
way. The pillar of cloud that gulded
Israel out from captivity was an Iin-
candescent pillar of luminosity. It
blazed its light far across the desert
path—but to the Egyptians behind It
wis a pall of midnight darknesa. So
there are two relations to the
God. The very molsture falling this
morning has a two-fold significance to
the world. To the things of life it Is
refreshing and stimulating, and all the
sreenness and color of Spring will be
revived by it; while the dead thing, the
lif =3 thing. the log that Ues in the
forest, is being rotted by i1t. The pame
sun that floods the earth with warmth
and causes vitality to spring forth, is
the same sun that withers the lifeless
thing.

As zoon as we have lost harmony with
the essential meaning and action of the
universe of God, the lnws that were de-
signed for life and uplift and happiness
and eternal blessedness turn upon the

The
statute book with all lis provisions
and all its possible penalties is » thing
we naver look into or are disturbed by.

Weorld Full of Misery.

But suppose that In the heat of a
devilish passion tonight we murder our
fellowman, toOmorrow morning we
would be born into a new world. Evary
face of our fellowman would be a fear-
eome thing., The policeman we chat-
ted with today would be our enemj.
The fudee whom we counted our friend
would stand over agalnst us, In oppo-
rition to us. All the quiescent mech-
anizsm of the »state's authority and
crimiral law would raise lt=elf up in
horrible fronting =a2gainst us. Why?
Becavse we ars out of harmony with
it. We have passed over from the side

#in's penalties, It not working for
good by 1y means, to all people.
Rather, waorking for evil, and It
necessarily works ror cvil, until the at-
titudes of men shall be altered toward
the system of righteousness.

We have come to an hour when we
have fallen apart in our idealism from
the divine idaalism. The divine ideal-
ism ip an idealism of rightsousness. of
unspotted munhood and womanhood,
o unsclfishness, of puriiy and sweert-
ness, In the relationships of lle
Whereas, the Idealism of the world at
the present time la the ideal of pain-
lesmness We have come to conceive

suffering is the great evil of the
werld, and all our action is in the at-
tcmpt to alleviata the suffering of
mankind, and there is nothing so dark
and repellant to us as the presence of
paln in the world: whereas God's ideal
for bumanity is holinesx and rightepus-
ness, pnd the pain of the world is but
an automatie application of the pen-
alitiex for the want of righteousness.

What we are attempting today is to
sterilize the pathways of viee T hear
very few men and women who nare
renlly concerned about vice (tseif, but
1 know multitudes of men and women
who are concerned becauses vice fa
tringing dissa=e, But If you sterilize
the pethway of vice you make it aafe
for a Iarger number to travel over it
and the evil of vice remsains, anrd you
simpily force the divine rightecsusness
to resort {0 sométhing more Llarrible
than the plans of disease to elimi-
nate it

Take our commercial law-making of
the pressnt dasy. As I understand it
it i nothing but a means to protect

wa call “commerce”™—to keep the drains
from washing out, to keep the spikes
from being pulled, to make it safe for
the dividend-bsaring trains to run
over it every day. But the selfishness,
and the injustice, and unbrotherliness
of the commercial world—who cares for
tkat? You may pass vour Ilronbound
Isws, perfact your statute provistons:
you may set the wisdom of humanity
within your Presldential chalr, and
create all possible laws for ths pro-
tection of trade, but you have no soon-
er done it than from some other direc-
tion there will break out a =terner,
larger evil, which will #show you that
the esse af the trouble lles deep
within t unrighteocousness of man's
spirit.

I know many hearts
over the faet that
men In our clty But- how
concerned for these men themselves—
thelr broken manhood and thelr abor-
tive lives, thelr failure to rulfill the
divine ideal within themselves? 1 find
very few, You may release these men
from the suffering=s of hunger, you
may ke£=p them from the pangs of cold,
but you have not yet reached the diffi-
eulty, and God will never let the world
alone until.the essence of things have
been touched and we have been brought
back to his righteous will,
