COMMISSION'S ACT DEFENDED

Chalrman Bilaine Denies Charges
Made by C. ¥ Reynolds,

SEATTLE, Wash.,, Nov, 3.—(Specizl.)
—Chalrman E, F. Biaine, of the Pub-
He Service Commlission, confronted his
critics on the gas reduction case in the
EKing County Demoeratic Club today,
accompanlied by A, A Lewils, o member
of the Commiasion, and Englinear
Phipps. and Hate Expert O. O. Calder-
head, William Tucker read a formal
statement, prepared by the Public Serv-
lee Commission, defending its action in
nllowing the Seattle Lighting Company
to put Into effect its new rates. Charles
A, Revnolds renewed his attack on the
Commission, and offered a resolution
charging the Commission with inef-
ficlency and wiliful misconduct, and
urged a full investigation of the charges
made by him. The resolution demands
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that Governor Lister remove the mem-
bers of the Commission.

The anewer of the Commission brands
as false the charges made by Reynolds
and couples Corporation Counsel Hugh
M. Caldwell §n the =ame indletment
The charge that the Commission issued
an order increasing the gas rates in
Seattlh s mpecifically danied, and it s
declared that th® protestants were
gliven ample opportunity to he heard,
and were mot denled a hearing, as has
been published in the newspapers.

The resolution presentad at the meet-
ing-was réferred to.a special committes
consisting of Guorgs E. Ryan, Een F.
Shieilde, Georgel A, Custer, Paul Land
arnd Hugh . Todd:

It Is not the éontention of the Com-
mi==ion that the gas Tates were not In-
crensndd, Dbut it is  contended, -and
proved, that under the Iaw the Com-
mi n has no power to prevent an in-
creaxe of tariffs if they are properly
filed and notlce sgrved on the con-
sumer.

AMr. Blaine made a statement that
tinged proceedings with dramatic in-
terest, in which he denled the charzes
of Revnolds, and declared that the
Commiszion had made-the onily ruling
that would protect all parties He =mald
that he «ild not have to continue on the
Commission, mot being dependent upon
it for a living, but #06 long as he was a
member e would defend its acts and
sea that no odinm “was cast upen the
sdministration at Olympia.

Hydrocele (fluld in scrotum) s always a
cause (or rejection, but s correctad by very
slmples operation. Tumors that are movable
