SHAKESPEAREAN PLAYS GAIN

J. E. Kellerd. to Be Seen Tbls Week,

Says Legitimate Drama Secure
John E. Kellerd is an optimist in all

matters pertaining to his profession
The eminent English actor does not fear
the encroachment of new cheap, forms
of amusement upon the legitimate the
ater of the future. He says

"We hear a good deal of the grand
old days and the decline and fall of
the modern drama, but personally
do not believeit. We hear of the ee
vere competition of vaudeville and the
movies, all more or leas healthy signs
of the times, and for myself I welcome
any wholesome form of entertainment.
At the same time it must be granted
that nothing can replace the spoken
word on the stage, though competition
in every art and walk of lite is neaitny
if we are wite enough to learn and
profit by it.-

"It is quite obvious from the number
of people in New York alone who at
tend revival of Shakespeare, who ex-

ceed by 300 per cent those who went in
the old days to see Booth and Barrett.
And so it Is all over the states. There is
much more interest manifested ta the
Shakespearean plays than ever before.

'I have no hesitancy in caring that.
on the whole, Shakespeare is Interpre-
ted and put on the stage much better
now than ever in tne days oi tsootn.
A play should be able to stand on its
owa merits witnout scenery, wmcn
should only be an accessory. An actor
also ehould be equal to this test of his
art. Scenery should be adequate, but
it should aot monopolize the attention.
and always should remain the back-
ground, taking its place ia sub ordinate
and proper proportion to --the actors.
The company I have assembled' this
season is one of the strongest organi- -

tlons that ever toured the United;
States."

Story of Half-Starv- ed Poet and Rich
Girl Effectively Told.

In the same class of plays as "Daddy
Long Legs" is "The Cinderella Man,"
which will be eeeu here for the first
time this week. It will be the offering
of the Alcazar players at the Baker
Theater, starting this afternoon, after
a run of a whole year at the Hudson
Theater, New York City, under Oliver
Morosco's direction.
