4 he Mayor Unvited
them to outline what might be expected
to the executive committee of the. Coun-
cil of efense.

The Russellites were represented by
John tnirer and A. B. Browa, who
stated among other things thtt they
recognised the American flax as the
best flag In the universe, but tlait they
owed It no other allegiance thar to pay
their taxes and be law-abidi- citizens.Thy profenaed to be .nternatUmallnts
In the spiritual sense of the tirm, but
denied belief In Socialism or L W.
W.ism.

Armenians, they said, had rr moral
rlcht to resist the atrocities ctVnmlttrd
upon them, and they themselves would
not rel9t If the Oerman army should
Invade Benton County, even though
they knew beforehand that w.nen and
young girls would be violated, men and
children butchered and ensMved and
crop and cities destroyed.
