When a discharged soldier with his
right arm missing turns in a request
for a book of left-hand- piano music.
It looks as though the public library
can give a little real comfort to some
people after all. according to Miss Mary
Frances Jsom. chief librarian. In the
first report she has made since her
return from France, where she was
engaged in war work. Miss Isom re
cords some of the observations on the
increased scope of the work in Port-
land and points out the pressing needs
01 the system.

Strange to say. the book most in de
mand during June was the "Education
of Henry Adams. The "Four Horse
men of the Apocalypse" likewise en
Joyed immense popularity.

"Duplicates and more duplicates are
needed in this department of the
library." reads the report, "not only of
nctton but of poetry, house plans.
ftaraen dooks and books on the care of
children.-- '

Circulation Shows Gala.
The circulation for the month of

Jane was Ss.233. a gain of 4S27 over
tha corresponding month of 1918. and
the year's record for registration gives
a gain or ZZ.6S7. There were 107 meetmgs in the central library with an ap
proximate attendance of 49Z.

An increase of 9 per cent was made
in the reference department, where
normal conditions are evident from
tha requests that come for help with
ciuo worn.

Every unit of the system shows
gains. The branch department has an
increase of 7 per cent. One of the de
posits made was one of .70 volumes
placed in the rest room at the Troy
laundry, to be used at the noon hour.
The books at the Jail have been re
vised, the badly worn volumes dls
carded and a fresh grouping mad.

C klldrt-- Read More.
The children's department had a cir

culation of 711' 4. an increase of 410 over
last June. At the main building the
room has been used as a nursery for
the mothers who are taking some of
the university jf Oregon extension
courses. Children are brought In the
morning and left there the greater part
of the day. When the librarians have
a few spare minutes poetry la reador a story told.

in speaking oi the order cards having
been prepared for the proposed new
branch. Miss Jsom says: "We hope that
tnis new branch will not materialize
until we are assured of proper funds
for maintaining It. and until the otherdepartments of the library are upon aproper basis."

She mentions that S9I books were re-
ceived through the department in June
at an average cost of II 30 per volume.
Fifty-thre- e; In Finnish. French and Yid-
dish were added to the foreign col-
lection.

Miss Isom mentioned the need for
refurnishing the school department, es-
tablishing a music department and en-
larging the children's room.

"A small boy." she said, "voiced his
sentiments the other day when the
room was crowded, every chair filled
and so many children sitting on the
floor that one almost stepped on them
when crossing the room, by saying
gioomiiy. this library Is Just like aiapartment house, no room for chil
dren."

i ne doors in the library are now In
a serious condition. We cannot ran "on
a book fund of only til. 000 or 115.000
a year for many years without suffer-
ing. Our pun-hase.- i have been so lim-
ited the last five years, of the standard
and popular books, that the turnover
has been very great, consequently a
larger number of discards must be ex-
pected this year than ever before. This
means generous replacements.

The school department is especially

demanding, and the supervisor of thebranch drpartment tells me that we
realiy should close some of the small
branches If we cannot add new books.
The branch department should have
loOOO spent upon It immediately to takecar of the small branches alone.

"The ten people that we are to secure
to fill vacancies cover the library as it
stands today, but there should be addi-
tions made to the staff. Mr. Herdman
called to see me the other day In ref-
erence to Washington high school. He
tells me that the value of the library
Inside the school building is immeas-
urable, but that the work has Increasedto sut-- an extent that the librarian Is
practically a clerk, she sits at her desk
from morning until night simply charg-
ing books: any personal work done with
th students is snatched In the few
minutes after school or before schoolbegins or going to and fro on the street.
This same condition is true of the otherhigh school libraries.

More Aides deeded.
"The librarian of a high school shouldbT leisure and liberty to visit classes,

to consider the students' requirements
with the teachers, and to be the ad-
visor of the boys and girls. Our li-

brarians have done this to a consid-
erable dea-ree- . but at great personal ex-
pense. It is most important that an
assistant should be added to each high
school library to carry all the clerical
work, so that the librarian may have '

this necessary leisure."
"We should place a librarian in the

eomme-ci- al high school this year and
the Girls' Polytechnic should have the
services of one for at least part time;
tha James John high school needs more
and better service. The service form-
erly rendered the Alblna Homestead
school the library open three times a
week under a trained assistant should
be resumed, and similar service should
be given the schools on the outskirts of
town that are distant from the branches.
Visual instruction is now recognised as
an important feature in education. Our
picture collection, at present very use-
ful, should be enlarged and placed in
the care of one responsible assistant,

"The worle of the library should be

rrore intensive and more thorough on
ail sides. The reading clubs that we j

have started should have more atten- - i

lion, and there is a great opportunity
for the direction and supervision oft
reading, especially in the branches,
that should not be neglected. The book
collections in Institutions and nospi
tals should be developed.

"Manufacturers and managers of In-

dustrial plants seem to be belter af-
fected toward their employes than they
have ever been before, and this offers
an opportunity for the library to as-
sist In their welfare schemes with col-
lections of books, supervised and fitted
to their particular needs.

"Wi should be ready to meet with
promptness and efficiency the plans for
the Americanization of the foreign-bor- n,

which are simmering In the fed-
eral mind, and we should continue and

the library itself could well enter upon
this educational field. Instead of re-
fusing the library halls to meetings of
foolish or doubtful character, why not
crowd them out by lecture courses of
real value.
