NORTH BEACH, Wash, July 12—
Automobile travel to varlous scenle
spots on the peninsula i® becoming In-
ereasingly popular with the completion
of good roads. A number of lovely
places have been made accessible re-
cently and an organized motor service
has been the result. One of the finest
tripa to be taken is that to Bear river.
Most cottagers can remeamber when a
saddle horse nnd pack pony were takean
In by eampers, hunters and fishermen,
bit now the run Lo the spot by motor is
comparatively short. The country s
heavily wooded and has a wild beauty.
Bear river offers splendid trout fish-
ing. There are numerous spots where
edmping grounds can ba made comfort-
ably. A feature of rthe country is the
wealth of bianckberries, tall bushes,
much higher than a man, being loaded
with lusclous fruit late in the summer.
As a starter for the camp breakfast or
n dessert at the dinner hour they are
splendid.

Automobila travel from Ilwaco to
Nahcotta, the length of the peninsula,
can be made over splendld roads, pass-
ing the life-saving station, Ocean park
and other interesting plac Chinook
and Fort Columbia can easlly be
reached in a machine and the trip to
North Head lighthouse, through fine
forests, {s a favorite with many.
