ENTERPRISE. Or, July 12. (Spe
ctaj.) The largest sale of farm land
in the history of Wallowa county was
made this week when J. N. Roberts sold
his 95L'-ac- ranch on Prairie creek to
H. B. Pavldhtiar for $117,000. Mr. Rob
erts bought the place tw-- years ago
of C. P. Ragsdale for 7S.000.

By his new purchase. Mr. Davidhixar
becomes the owner of about 2000 acres
of irrigated farm land on Prairie creek.
He also has 400 acres of
hill land.

Mr. Dsvidhlaar'8 experience confirms
his belief tn farm land values. He came
to county from Union county
in the fall of 1909 and bought the
Ola Miller farm, paying $6000 for 520
acres of land and SO head of cattle.
Land which then sold for about $11 an
acre now held at considerably more
than $100 an acre.

What Is effect of deed con

veying real to a and
wife?

deed to a and wife, creates
what is technically known as an
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"estste by the entirety." Chase vs. Me
Kenxie 81 Ore. 429, 159 Pac 102S.

Where a deed is made to a man wh
subsequently and while still owning
the property, dies leaving a widow
the property passes on to the man
heirs subject to the widow's dowe
and the claims of creditors. The only
Interest of the widow in the property
is that of dower which now consist
In the use of. or the rents from, one
half of the property for the remalnde
of the widow's life. It Is necessary to
probate such an estate, have an execu
tor or administrator appointed, publish
a notice to the creditors of the de
ceased owner, pay his debts, if any,
and the expenses of administration, the
balance of the property going to the
heirs as above stated.

Peculiar Feature Foisted Out
Where, however, the deed is made to

a husband and wife, an "estate by the
entirety" comes into existence. The
husband and wife are regarded in law
as a single person. As has been said.
"As between husband and wife, there Is
but one owner, and that Is neither the
one nor the other but both together.
The estate belongs as well to the wife

i to the husband.
One peculiar feature of such an estate
the "right of survivorship," that is,

if one spouse dies, the one surviving
takes the whole property freed from

11 claims of the heirs and creditors of
the deceased spouse. Probate proceed
ings concerning that particular prop
erty are unnecessary. There Is neither
dower nor curtesy in such an estate,
for the surviving Bpouse has all the
property and all the income therefrom.
Any prior attempt on the part of the
deceased epoua to devise the property
by will, will prove fruitless. The heirs
of the deceased have no claim against
the property, for the law recognizes no
right of Inheritance in such an estate.
The surviving spouse owns the whole
property in fee simple which he or she
may thereafter convey or devise at
will. Oliver vs. Wright 47 One. 326, 83
Pac. 870.

Mortgage Held Valid.
In the case of Howell vs. Folsom 38

Ore. 184. S3 Pac. 116. the facts were
that a deed had been made to a hus-
band and wife. The latter, while her
husband was still living. xecuted a
mortgage on the property, in which
her husband did not Join. The hus-
band afterward died. Subsequently
the party holding the mortgage,
brought suit to foreclose the same. The
widow resisted the suit contending that
the mortgage was void from the begin
ning because the hu&band had not
Joined in Its execution. In rendering
its decision the court said:

It is often said in judicial opinions
that at common law, under a convey
ance of real property to husband and
wife, both are seised of the entirety,
and neither can alienate or dispose of
any part of the estate without the
consent of the other. It is believed.
however, this means that 'one cannot
sever the interest or make any dis-
position of the estate so as to affect
the right of survivorship." "

The court thereupon held that the
wife could place a mortgage upon the
property even without her husbands
consent, but that such a mortgage was
of no effect as Against the husband

nd that if she had died before her
husband, he would have become the

wner of the whole property, free from
the lien of his wife's mortgage, but
ince the husband had died first she
ad become the sole owner of the real

estate and that the mortgage was bind
ing upon her and a lien against the
entire property.

Sale for Debt Authorised.
And. in the case of Olivwr vs. Wright

7 Ore. 32, 83 Pac. 870, property had
been conveyed to a husband and wife.
While both were still living the prop- -
rty was attached for a debt of the

wife. A Judgment waa obtained against
er and the property waa ordered sold.

No sale was made, however, at that
time. Subsequently the husband died

nd the wife became the owner of the
whole estate, whereupon the supreme
court auihorucd sale o tne prog? I

erty to be made. In this case the
court was requested to pass upon the
question whether or not the interest
of the wife, while the husband was
still living, was subject to attachment
or to the lien of an execution. The
court, however, refused to pass upon
this question saying: its decision on
that point was unnecessary.

The question has arisen as to what
happens to an estate by the entirety
where the husband t and wife are
divorced. This problem is settled in
Oregon by ,the case of Hayes vs. Horton

s ore. 637. 51 Pac. 386, where it was
held that a decree of divorce which
severs the unity of husband and wife,
likewi&e severs the unity of the estate
by the entirety, leaving- the parties as
"tenants in common," that is, each
owning an undivided one-ha- lf of the
property in fee simple.

The court reacted this conclusion by
the following- reasoning:

"At common law, husband and wife
were regarded as one person, and
conveyance to them, by name was in
effect a conveyance to a single per
son. By such a conveyance two real
persons took the whole of the estate
between them, and each was seied of
the whole, and not of any undivided
portion. When the unity was destroyed
by death, the survivor took the whole
of the estate, because he or she had
always been seised of the whole there
of, and the other had no interest which
was devisable. But. when the unity
is destroyed by a decree of divorce,
leaving both spouses surviving, the
only logical conclusion is that they
thereafter become tenants in common
of the property, because there are two
living persons in whom the title rests."

Such, briefly, are a few of the in
cidents in connection with an estate by
the entirety. It has some advantages
and some disadvantages. To create
such an estate, it is necessary merely
to cause real property to be conveyed
to a man and a woman who at the time
are husband and wife. It is not neces-
sary that they be named in the deed as
husband and wife. Oliver vs. Wright
47 Ore. 322, 325, 83 Pac. S70. Whether
or not it is advisable to create such
an estate is a question only to be de-

cided by a consideration of individual
cases and the objects sought to be

BE LARGEST LV YEARS.

Crops Stand From Fonr to SLx Feet
and Are Greatly Refreshened

by Rains.

OREGON- CITY. Or.. July 10. (Spe
cial.) Tho grain yield of Clackamas
county for 1919 is to be larger than
for many years, and the farmers, who
have planted much of their land this
year to oats, wheat and other grain,
are optimistic over the outlook for a
large harvest. The grain stands from
four to six feet, while in some locali-
ties it has attained a height of six and
one-ha- lf feet and is still growing.

The recent rain was a great benefit
to the crops and assisted in developing
the oats, also. Land that was planted
to potatoes and other crops last year
are being used for grain.

Among the farmers of Clackamas
county expecting large yields this year
are T. O. Ridings, of Molalla. Mr.
Ridings is planning on harvesting 3000
bushels of grain. His grain is now
over six feet high.

County Assessor W. w. Everhart,
whose farm is at Molalla, is looking
forward to harvesting a bumper crop
from his land this year. He has S5
acres in grain. He has rented 62 acres,
a large part of which he has planted to
grain.

In the Stafford country the farmers
have devoted much of their attentio
to growing grain and hay this year.
There was a shortage of both las
fall, and a large portion of the land

growing its first crop this year.

plant anything now unless you plan to
take care of it. Or plant just
what you can take care of and no more.
A summer must be
occasionally and it must be cultivated
no matter how hot tne weatner is nor
how much you want to go for a ride
so ."look before you leap, and don t
waste time planting more than you will
care for.
' Also, unless you manure your

ground or are able use plenty of
good fertilizer on it. do not
try to make it produce two crops
year; crop a year uses up the nat
ural soil fertility.

What to With Idle Land.
Idle land is never really Idle; it Is

growing weeds which leave their,
in the soil for next year, It is breeding
insects' of all kinds or worse yet, it
baking in. hot sun and losing its
moisture and fertility. To prevent
of these things and to Immensely im-

prove your land next year's crops.
you should now plant what is called a
'cover croD.

This is some kind of a grass or grain

cast on all your empty garden beds.
for the Durpose keeping out weeds
and bugs, shading the ground from the
sun and above all furnishing a "green
manure" when you plow it under next

This green manure, or numus, is ex
ceedingly valuable. In heavy clay soil
it seoarates fine soil particles ana
makes the soil loose and porous so that
it will hold water like a sponge. In
sandy soil it binds the soil together so
that moisture does not run rignt
through It like a seive, and so makes
t of holding also; so
t is exceedingly valuable for and

all soils.
This is the reason why the fertility

of the earth is not exhausted after all
these thousands and thousands of years
of plant growth. Just as soon as a
piece of ground is left vacant old

nature goes to work im-
proving it with a cover crop of grass
or weeds, and enriching it with de
caying and plants, and
manure. Many old new cnEiano
farms, which were run out and aban-
doned as worthless have been built up
by nature until it has been discovered
with great surprise that they are now
as fertile as ever.

What Cover Crops to Plant,
AH growth of green vegetation an

swers as a cover crop, grass many
weeds just as well as other specially
planted This is the reason why

od land Is so gooa lor growing pota
toes and other crops.

The main reason why we do not wish
grass and weeds to cover vacant
garden beds is because of their seeds
w&ici will be Bucli a nuisance tu us lu
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forming a mass of weeds in our plant
beds next spring. We may much bet-
ter get ahead of them and plant the
crop we wish to have on our ground.

Cover crops areof two kinds, those
taking free nitrogen from the air (clo-
ver, etch, etc.) and those using only
the nitrogen already in the soil. Ryo
and oats are of this latter kind. Either
may be sown now and will furnish
humus in the spring when plowed un-
der, helping the soil hold water like a
sponge.

But, in addition to this moisture-holdin- g

quality, the legumes also fur-
nish the most valuable element of plant
growth nitrogen. You will remember
that nitrogen is never a mineral ele-
ment found in the soil like phosphorus
potash and other necessary plant foods,
but nitrogen comes only from the air,
and it is only taken from the air by a
certain class of plants called legumes,
to which peas, beans, clover, vetch, soy
beans and other plants of this nature
belong. These plants store up nitrogen
by the bacteria which grow on their
roots, and when they decay they leave
it available for other plants. There-
fore, let us plan,t some kind of legume
as our cover crop, that it may enrh-.- h

the soil as well as render it spongelike.
How to Plant the Cover Crop.

Generally, for our local needs, vetch
is probably best to plant. The seed can
be planted on tne potato ground or
after any cultivated crop without plow-
ing the ground. Simply use the culti-
vator on a- - large piece of ground or
the garden rake on a vegetable plat, to
work it into the surface soil.

The bed should be hoed over and the
soil loosened if it is hard and compact:
then sow the seed broadcast, by scat
tering It from your hand over all the
surface of the ground as evenly as you
can; then go over it with the garden
rake and rake it in.

Your seedsman will tell you how
much you should use for the sized plot
you wish to cover. Sixty to 100 pounds
are sown per acre usually of the com-
mon or black vetch, which is the kind
of vetch you should plant here, as it
is the best for our valley conditions. It
is what is sometimes called spring
vetch, .but it lives over under our con-
ditions, and is a good crop to grow.
The winter or hairy vetch does not
grow as rapidly and so is not as good
a crop to grow.

This cover crop can be planted now
on the ground where you grew your
early peas or potatoes, or later, just as
fast as you remove a crop and the land
is Idle. The seed will lie in the soil
and the first rains in the fall will bring
it up thick and green. By the spring
plowing you will have a fine, heavy
crop to plow under for a large area.
Soy beans or clover are often used as a
cover crop; also other legumes.
