Oregon Nurses’ President
Explains Health Work,

Mothera Are Instruocted In Care of
Bables, School Lunhes, Feeding,
Clothing Children.

ISS CECIL SCHREYER. the newly

clected president of the Oregon
Public Health Nurses' assoclation, gave
a mosi excellent paper on *“Eome
Phases of Public Health Nursing” at
the recent public health nuraing con-
ference held in this city, in the course
of which she said:

““With the county as & unit for pub-
lHe health work, a2 nurse finds her job
much more complicated than in a city,
where thers are so many different
phases of the socisl betterment prob-
fem, with workera trained along spe-
cial lines to handie eath one.

“The counly nurse must give in-
struction In the homes of tuberculesis
patients, instruct mothers in the prop-
er care of bables, teach correct feed-
ing of the pre-school child and the
proper feeding and clothing of the
school child, particular!y in the mat-
ter of school lunches, which .are the
rule rather than the exception in the
country districts: give instruction and
advice to the pre-natal mother and
bedeide care and instructlon in bed-
sida care. Added to these duties is
the physical exemination of schaol
children and Inspection of. school
buildings for hyglenlec and sanitary
placing and construetion

"It is_ mnot possible to make home
calls in the rural districts, but I have
found community meelinges at the
schoolhouse very helpful. In such
meetings the condition of the children
wad discussed In a gencral wasy and
the cauge and results of conditions
found were presentoed. After the meet-
ing I am always surrounded by very
anxlous mothers eager to learn.

““There is no more important phase
of the work than that of educating
the public to an appreciation of the
value of public health nursing.’ This
may be done by bringing to the
minds af the lay members of the pub-
lic health association a wider knowl-
edge of public health projects In the
way of child welfare, tuberculosis and
social hygiene clinics, the problems
of undernourishment of school chll-
dren and Introducing and fostering the
modern hewith crusade among school
children.

“We are bringing about the child
welfare clinle in my county through
the women's club organizations. The
county demonstration agent and 1
have combined forces in the orgnniza-
tion of women's clubas where none ex-
Isted and have organized within them
sections for the study of child wel-
fare; our next step will be the estab-
lishing of clinics In each community.

“Through our organization and the
local Red Cross chapter we have fur-
nished supplementary rations of milk
in Marshlield and North Bend to
lected bthildren who have been found
to be underfed and underweight: the
#chool nurses have reported gratifying
results, The county nurse also acts as
an Investigator for the county court
in widows' pensions and indigent cases
as well as for the Red Cross home
service secretary I have records
of all =oldlers discharged who have
tuberculosis. and | make contact also
with soldlers discharged with any
other disability so as to put my train-
ing amd office at their gervice.

“We are giving Red Cross classes in
Coos and Curry counties and the peo-
ple are showing much enthusiusm for
they have long felt the need of such
knowledge. This will also ajd very
materially in eradicating the preju-
dice agulnst someone going into the
home ¢o advise with the mother, which
we sometimes encounter.

“During the influenza epidemliec the
nurse’'s bedside care gave peopla a
very good demonstration of what a
health nurse can do for a community
and additional results have been a
maore cordial relation between the
people and the nurse.

“Coos county s distinctive in that
every sort of transportation is used in
getting over the county. Steam trains,
automobiles, bouts, horse and carriage
and horseback and some places
1 tramp on foot. During the influenza
epidemic last winter I had a three-
mile trip into the hilis in the cab of
a small engine used to hau! logs and
one of My temporary assistants was
obliged (o desert heér machine two
miles from her journey's end In the
middie of & very dark night and
mount a horse for the rest of the
