The avernge telephone user
Enowa very little, if anything, as to
the mmount of Investment necessary
for a waull equipped telophone plant
and has very little knowlodge of the
expense of opeéeration, maintenance
and upkeep of sime, conscquenmy,
we have a publle service commis-
slon, puid by the state, aand presum-
ably composed of falr and honest
men. B i= thelr duty to have in-
ventoried and appraised a telephone
plant, and to determing a rexsopable
cost of operation, maintenance and
upkeop, and from this to declde what
I8 & reasopable compensation in the
way of tolis and rentals. They sit
in judgment and hear &ll of the facts
in connection with the matter and
from this render thelr decision. For
my part, T believe IL Is the best woy
that the government can justly con-
trol the rates In the operation of
public utilties, and 1 am willing to
abide by their decision.

BAILROADS SEIZE BENEFITS

Managers' Sins Discussed, but None
of Thelr Charges Answered.

PORTLAND,; March 11.—(To the
Editor, }—Please 2coupt my apprecia-
tion of your couriesy in allow'ng
space for my communication of March
2, in The Sunday Oregonian, March 6.
I will further appreciate if you will
print the following in reply to your

. The question at Issue which I dis-
cussed in the article referred to may
sound like fietion to The Oregonian,
but to the Américan people it s &
stern reality which cannot be disposed

The Oregonian has been in the ex-
cavating business=—no, | mesan the
mud-siinging business — for many
years; i0 they should not become hys-
terical In the event that some of thelr
victims retaliate by stating a few
facte, However, I was not surpr'sed
io hear the bhillows roar, becwuss
quite often when one tells the truth
he ralses more hell in five minutes
than he would had he falsified a
whole lifetime.

The Oregoumian very adroitly side-
sieps some of the questions set forth
in my communication I do not argue
eélther for or agalnst the rules and
working conditione embodiaed in the
nntional agresment of the rallroad
hrotherhoods.

national agreements’ merits and de-
merits, and if any of Iis nules are
found vicious, they are willing to
meet the managers on common
Eround.

The rallroads rightly demand all
rights and seize all benefits which
wcerue under the provislons of the
transpartation act in their favor,
They have selected & committee of
n‘ne with Mr., Atterbury as cha‘rmuan

and spokesman, vested with authority

to represent practicnlly all the rail-
ronds in the United SBtatex on the
fabor question. Thia they have a
right to do both morally and legally.
But will The Oregonian answer, "'ves™

or “no,” have the employes the same

legal and moral right?

However, the
brotherhonds have got represanta-
tives at Chicago that are anxious to
produce. but heretofore Mr, Atterbury
has refused to be anlightened f{rom
anv other source than hix own, and
until such a time as Mr. Atterbury is
willing to listen na well as to talk.

tranquillity In the rallroad world.

The Oregonian has repeaatedly sint-
inefficiency of Ilabor cansed
by the national agreements Is the
cause of the rafiroads’ finaneinl
piight today; also that the deficit ac-
crued during government control was
caused therefrom,

Thare who have been closely coh-
nected with the raifroads during the
last few years, Il endowed with only
the ordinary power of ohservation,
would not be bilnd to many conditions
which have existed and which have
been food feor thought by thinking
men, *

It 1= ¢ommon knowledge that dur-
ing the period of govarnment control,
which provided for a government
guaranteed of pre-war earnings, un-
usual activitieas were shown by the
rallroads, such as replacing ties, re-
building bridges. filling in high tres-
tles, repairing old hulldings, installing
rest rooms for thelr lady employes,
which never had been done before,
and during the last S8undey of govern-
ment vontrol, it is Known that paint-
ers were amployed where time and
ene-half was paid for Sunday work
painting shelter sheds which hud heen
neglected for years prior to that t*me,
It in common knowledge that mainte-
nance of way and repair gangs were
double In number during thls period
Now then, is It The Oregonian’s con-
tention that the national agréament
forced thess activities upon the rall-
roads?T

It i5 well to consider that these im-
pravements were made during war-
time prices and expenses. Whaether
or not this had a bearing on the cost
of operation., or whether it had =
tendency t¢ Increase the number of
men employed, also the war-time def-
felt, T will not venture to say. I am

perfectly agresabls, however, to loave
that to the Americun peopls for their
perusal and judgment.

I reiterate the questfon that as &
self-styled and self-appointed custo-
dian of the public weal, why does not
The Oregonian lay stress upon condl-
tiony that are inimical to public wel-
fare other than thosea which emanate
from labor disputes?

Following decision by the supreme
court declaring provislons of the
“Laver act” which had a bearing on
the prosecution of profiteers to be
unconstitutional, that all fines pald
refunded and all pending cames dis-
missed, true to form, The Oregonian
through your editorial columns, re-
Joloed and gloated over the relief af-
forded these profitesrs.

INTERESTS ARE INTERWOVEN

Westiern Electric Said to Control
Without Financial Obligation.

PORTLAND, March 12.— (To the
Editor.)—In the telephone situation
the relationship of the American
Telephone & Telegraph company and
Western Electric company oto the
local operations {s important.

The Western Electric is the manu-
facturing subsidlary, storekeeper and
purchasting agent of the Bell system.
All material, Including poles, must
be purchased through the Western
Electric. This company maintains a
wirehouse in Portland from which
the local telephone company drawe
ell 18 material, even to stationery,
office furniture and janiter supplies
The Western Electrie conducts In this
same warehouse a mercantile busi-
ness of Its own, dealing in washing
end sewing machines, vacuum ¢lean-
ears and electrical household and
commarcial davices of various kinds,
besides telephone equipment for in-
dependent detached service. Its ac-
tivitles as purchasing agent, store-
keeper and manufacturer for the tele-
phone company nre =0 intermingied
with its mercantile operations con-
fducted by a common staff of employes
that an elaborate Investigation of the
affairs of the electric company would
e neceisary to arrive at any estimate
of the profits it enjoya from jts rela-
tions with the telephone company.
This the electric company refuses to
permit, alleging |ts =separate corpo-
rate existence. The glectiric compans's
earnings go into the tremsury of tha
American Telephaone & Telegraph
company, bul are notl segregated as
to telephone utility and mercantile
operations. L ]

Out of every dollar paid by & sub-
acriber for service the American Tele-

phone & Telegraph coOmpany first
Kels 4% cents. Thi= contribution Is
termed "Licenss, Revapue, Dr." It Is

not carried as an operating expense
but Is arbitrarily deducted from gross
oparnings. By thls method, of courss,
the grosa surnings are kept down Lo
the extent of the deduptiom It will
be seén quite readily that If the rate
goes up from $1 to 32, the American
company Eetd ¥ cents instead of 4%
cents, The contribution Is supposed
to cover services of the New York
concern in flpapeing local zubsidl-
nries, directing their policiesn Btand-
ardizing engineering and accounting
imethods and gensrally directing the
tusiness. The financing service re-
ferred to does not, of course, ineclude
intarest, discount or any other actual
outlay of money.

In addition. tha amount above re-
ferred to is alleged to cover the use
of submerjbers’ Instruments which are
owned by the American company.
These instruments, as anyone can
determine, bear an Inscription “Frop-
erty of the American Telephone &
Telegruph Co.'”" and are patented and
manufactured by  the Western Elec-
iric company, as aiso appears thervon.

The American company is supposed
to maintaln and renéew the Instru-
ments at [ts own expense, Whether
It does this or the locsl company's
opérating expenses actually include
the putiay, and more important stifl,
whether the subscribers' instruments
are not actually ‘pneipded in the local
company's valuatién will be diseclozed
in subsequent articies,

FLAT MOTOR TAX ADVOCATED

Mileage Held Only Basis for Com-

puting Wear on Roads.

SALEM, Or, March 11.—(To the
Editor.}—The Oregonian's editorixl
diseussion of the new motor vehicle
llcense law ralls far short of the real
saolution. You have overlooked the
fundamentul base for computing the
wearing eflect on the highways, and

you state that the wearing effect
should govern the amount of Lhe
license,

There s some ground for dispute
2% o whether the cara cause wearing
to the roads In proportion te their
welght, as the heavier the car the
lurger the tire carrying the load, con-
sequently the weght per unit area is
no more and In most cages ls lexs In
the heavier car. (I am speaking of

poEREnger cars.)

The basis for computing the wear-
ing effeet should be the mileage, und
not the weight, An illustration wouid
probably make my meaning clearer.
My nelghbor and I hought carg of the
game welght ind make within three
weeks of each other, That wis jhree
yearsagn., I have drivenimy car 5200
miles and he has driven hig car 36.600
and some odd miles. T maintain that
he has worn the highway approxi-
mately soven timee a8 much as I have
Now he ls elther gelting saven times
what he pays for in road wear or I
am paying seven times for what I get.

It Is a well-known fact that the
heavier the car, the less miles It geta
par gallon of gas. A fint rute on all
cars, regardiess of welght, and a tax
on gasoline, would make the heavier
car pay in proportion to !ts welght
and at the same time It would plice
the burden of keeplong up the roads
on the persons who use them most.
It would also allow tourlsty to con-
tribute to the upkeep of the roads.
Ags It is now, the merchants are the
only ones benefited by tourist travel,

while we are doubly burdened to make

bighways rfor them to traval on.
