Must Be Determined.

REPUTATION IMPORTANT The World's Greatest Tribute
WellOlad Tract, Chosen to Best to DependabilityFit Work Demanded of It,

Should Hold Tp Well.

There are more problems Involved In
thebuying of a motor truck than In
the purchase of any other commodity,
declares the head of a big contracting
firm of an eastern city, which usf
dozens of motor trucks constantly.
Before any thought 19 given to a spe-
cific vehicle the prospective purchaser
must carefully calculate the definite
requirements which the vehicle Is to
fulfil. After that has been done the
amount of money ava'.'sb'e for the
purchase is determined, then the
search for the truck that meets the
predetermined conditions begins.

The matter of the capacity of the
truck to be purchased la the prime
consideration. "What size en.au
retT" seems a simple auestion, to be
determined perhaps br the amount of
money available, but In reality it Is
the most dfficult of all for the unin
!tla.ted to answer and an error mad
here is likely to mean the failure of
the attemot to install motor trans
portatlon. Failure to select a truck
of adequate size Is directly resnons
ible for cost of the failures in motor
truck transportation.

Host Determine Load.
The only safe method of procedure

la for the prospective buyer to de
t amine the maximum load to be car
rled and provide a vehicle capabl
of handling- - such loads with an ade
qua.to factor of safety. If. lor in
stance, the average load is found t
be 1500 Dounds. but the conditions o
service demand frequent handling of
1800 pounds, then the vehicle pur
chased must be designed to carry me
latter weight and not the former. A
motor truck designed for a load of
3500 pounds which is called upon to
carry 2800 for, eay, one-thi- rd of Its
rnnnlne- time, is being heavily over
loaded and will rapidly disintegrate,
Truck makers are a nnit in agreeing
that overloading Is the greatest evil
In the motor truck field today. Far
sighted users of motor truck fleets
are increasing the precautions against
overloading in their service and It is
vitally important that tne prospec
tlve truck user should take this les
ton o heart before purchasing his ve
hide. On the other hand, the use of
a truck that has a capacity far be
vond the normal load makes for ex
censive operation and reduces the'ef
ficiency. So it is important that the
normal load should be accurately de
termlned and the vehicle be bought
with that capacity in view.

Chassis Selection Problem.
After the proper capacity has been

determined the next problem Is tn
lrrtinn of the chassis. With an un

limited amount ot money available
this is an easy matter, but where the
cost must be kept within definite
limits, as is usually the case, the prob
lem Is more complex. The best way
to attack this phase of the matter
la to nroduce a list now on the
market with their complete specifica
tions and prices. This department
will be glad to mail such a list on
aDnlication.

The first question to consider is
the maker of the truck, his standing
in the field, his financial responsi
bility, his reputation for promptly
supplying spare parts and service of
various sorts. Just remember that
while a passenger car laid up for a
protracted period while the owner is
waiting for spares to be forwarded
may involve inconveniences, a truck
similarly out of commission involves
loss of money, it being a unit of your
regular business organization. A
few inquiries among users of any
particular make of truck will give
you information in regard to tne man
ufacturer's and dealer's service sys
tem and facilities. Jf there is any
doubt in regard to the manufactur
er"s financial soundness, it is best
to procure a rating from one of the
regular commercial agencies.

Reputation Counts.
Now when It comes to the question

of the mechanical makeup of the ve
hide under consideration it Is scarce
ly within the province of the average
buyer to aetermine jusi now gooa or
how bad the various mechanical
units may be. What every buyer can
do. however, is to make sure that the
various units employed In the truck
are the product ot reputable parts
manufacturers. Every one Knows the
reputation of such parts as Continen-
tal engines, Brown-Lip- e transmis-
sions. Timken axels. Delco ignition
and their fellows. But for every one
of these units made by such responsi-
ble parts manufacturers who cannot
afford to turn out defective work,
there Is a similar unit made by some
concern of a doubtful reputation,
building parts to satisfy a price de-

mand only. The only safe way is to
buy a vehicle embodying parts pro-
duced by responsible parts makers,
who have a reputation to sustain.

In certain cases a particular type
or design of vehicle lends itself to a
particular business, so that selection
is narrowed down to this class. For
example, a four-whe- el drive truck is
peculiarly adapted for carrying heavy
loads over bad roads. A mining con-
cern carting ore and heavy supplies
over mountain roads that have poor
surfaces, or a contracting firm work-
ing in the outlying districts, would
almost necessarily give the prefer-
ence to four-whe- el drive trucks. On
the other hand, for ordinary city
work the two-whe- el drive meets
every requirement and the field for
picking is very much extended.

Body Is Up to Purchaser.
The prospective customer cannot

determine quality by appearance. The
only safe way is to buy from a re-

sponsible manufacturer and then one
may be sure that the transmission is
of adequate size to bear the strain
that will be imposed upon it, that
bearing trouble will not develop In
a few months because the maker
saved a few dollars by skimping on
this equipment' and that other ail-
ments will not appear because of
materials.

Today every truck manufacturer Is
In a position to supply s model truck
or tractor of the exact size to ac-
commodate a body calculated to meet
the requirements of any given busi-
ness. The question of a body Is
strictly up to the purchaser, but by
giving the manufacturer the data In
the case he can offer valuable
gestions, show designs and quote
prices. ,

While the subject of the equipment
is a big one-i- itself, it may be well
to suggest the advisability of equip-
ping with pneumatics instead of solid
tires. Vibration is just as bad for a
truck as it is for a passenger car.

He expects to return
to Portland following the Spokane
show for another visit here and then
will go to Seattle for the annual
auto show there, which is scheduled
for the first week of April.

"The automobile shows this year
have proven a distinct impetus to the
market,' said Kron, and in this
respect the San Francisco show was
particularly successful.

'The Chicago show proved to be a
disappointment in regard to actual
sales during the show, and automobile
men there feared that it had not been
a success from a business standpoint.
They had their fears set at rest the
week following the show, however,
for an unusual period of buying de-
veloped. In Chicago the situation
seemed peculiar, for while the show
did not develop immediate buying, it
created such interest that the market
the following week developed re
markably.

The San Francisco show was un
usually successful from every stand-
point The show Itself was the last
work in artistic decoration and suc
cessful management, and the booths
were among the finest ever shown
n this country. Attendance was

heavy and from the first day( buying
was keen. During the entire week
prospects were numerous and the
week following the show Bhowed a
direct response to the show stimulus.1

In regard to the Westcott car Kron
said that all three shows stimulated
sales for the Westcott and Westcott
dealers In each of the cities got their
full shares. In Chicago, he said, four
Westcott cars were sold during the
how and 32 cars the week following

the show. The Westcott factory at
Springfield, he said, went upon a
schedule of 100 per cent production

n March 1, the factory claiming the

Poor or careless
diving means high truck upkeep an
may result In actual loss in the bust
ness, while low operating cost means
saving and perhaps the difference be
tween ruin and prosperity for the
firm. With the 'man behind th
wheel' rests a greater share of the
responsibility for successful business
than is generally realized.

TWO DECADES REQUIRED IX

CHAXGE OF BODY STYLES

Revolution in Designs Largely Due,

It Is Declared, to the Cns
torn Builders.

There Is a tradition in the automo
bile world that in the earliest day
of the industry the fashions of
horse-draw- n world were so strongly
Impressed upon one motor-ca- r builder
that he produced a car whose dash
carried a whip-socke- t. Whether the
story is true or not, it is certain that
the general architecture of surrey
and buckboard was plainly reflected
for a number of years In all automo
bile body design. And, according to a
designer of the Packard Motor Car
company, the complete revolution In
automobile body styles that has come
about in the last two decades has
been largely due to the influence of
the custom body builders.

The custom body builders, design
ing cars to order for particular peo
ple, pioneered the way for many ad
vances in body design, says a state
ment received by the Portland Motor
Car company, local Packard dis
tributors. "Factories are naturally
conservative in the matter of making
changes in body types because of the
vast- - expense Involved. Public favor
must be pretty well established for
certain features of body design before
a factory changes body styles to meet
them. Consequently, It is common
to find the popular custom-bui- lt body
of one season widely copied in fac-
tory production one or two years
later.

"In designing our custom-bui- lt

bodies we are enabled to keep in
close touch with local conditions.
An example of this is the
gasoline tanks with which our spe-

cial Packards are now equipped. Last
summer it was often difficult to buy
fuel in small towns. Many of our
patrons wanted to carry a sufficient
fuel supply to take them for long
distances without refilling, and the
large fuel tanks made a distinct hit
with them. The assurance of having
plenty of gasoline on vacation excur
sions into the mountains as well was
Important to them. There , were so
many considerations in favor of the
large fuel tanks in fact that we
adopted them as a standard feature
of our custom-tiul- lt Jobs.

"The Gould type of top with slid-
ing windows has proved extremely
popular for our custom-bui- lt touring
cars. Their design permits the crea-
tion of a car with all of the comfort
of the enclosed model without its
weight, and without sacrificing the
graceful speedy lines of the open car."

Indianapolis speedway, for Milton s
racing life has been one thrill after
another.

Milton made the fastest automobile
trip ever negotiated by mortal man
when he fanned a racing car over the
sands of Daytona Beach, Fla., at the
astounding speed of 156.04 miles pet
hour. And as a thrilling finale to the
great feat Tommy's car caught fire
while he was traveling at this un
heard of speed, and he calmly drove
It into the ocean and escaped with
but a few minor burns.

The year before, at Uniontown. he
gave a masterly exhibition of han
dling a mount under difficulties when
his car caught fire and wound up its
career in a blazing mass of flames in
front of the grandstand. When the
car caught fire, instead of driving
ahead, in which event the flames from
the burning engine would have In-

cinerated him where he sat. he skid-
ded his car sidewise, fanning the
flames away from him and so
brought his car to a stop with only
a few scorches to show.

He has always been on the job with
quick wits whenever the occasion de-- I

mended, and Is one of the most skilled
drivers in the racing fraternity.

Tommy is a thorough mechanic as
well as a great driver, and be always
knows Just how far to push his
mount In. the Indianapolis event last
May there were many cars that were
miles-per-ho- ur faster than his Dusen-- I
berg, but he plugged along through
out the event, keeping an even gait
and except for his monotonous regu
larity would have been unnoticed.
