“The avarage price received for tha
1918 season’s crop was 31.958; for 1820,
$1.860. Thery are three facltors which
falrly offset the difference in price
of thess two years, The proportion
of better grades for 1919 and the pro-
portion of mmaller sizes In 1820, plus
the extra amount pald for transporta-
tlan, would, in my estimat'on, ensily
overgcome the difference In prices. In
other words, if the grade and size of
the fruit in 1530 had been the same
as In 1%19 and the raliroad freight
rites had remained the ' sume, we
would have recelved practically as
much for our frult. In fairly consld-
ering the matter, weé must bear in
mind that the averags price we re-
celved for our fruit last year was
higher than we had ever received be-
fore In the history of the assoclation
and for at least the nine yesrs last
past™
Mr. Stone also clted that the large
crop of the eist lamt year, Lhe largest
in the history of’‘the spple businenss,
had a depressing effect on the minde
of buyers. He also doclared the in-
crease of 22 to 25 cents per box In
freight charges tended to lower prof-
its, Except for Newtowns, Mr. Stone
