$5000 GIVEN

Business Contribution to Aid
Worthy Students.

A contribution of $5000 to the Reed
college loan fund made by a promi
nent Portland business man was made
public at the college office last week.
The name of the donor was withheld
on request. The Reed loan fund
was created some fen years ago to aidworthy students otherwise unable to
continue their college education.

More than 230 students have been
enabled to continue their schooling
and J12.000 has been utilized and re-
paid as a result of the 15 loan funds
already established. The funds have
ranged from $25 to $4000, the smallest
of which has had a triple turnover.
Not less than 103 loans have been
made from the largest fund, which hag
been considerably swelled by the In-

terest income. Loans totaling $2214
have been made from the original
loan of $725. Interest received to date
from all loans has been in excess of
$370, making the total amount of the
funds $7545.35.
