11 braces,
mupports, stc, are to be conaldered
out-of-bounda, whatever their Iipca-
tion. Eection T of the same rule has
also peavaral changea ‘The following
paragraphs have been eliminated
from the rule: “A player who s
standing #still when he recelves the

hall may step one foot In any direc-

Chance With Minneapolis Team Is
Given Twirler After He Fuils
in Third Season.

then a world's serles luminary, fail-
ure In the box, next a trial In the out.

The story of his rise to fame with
its subsegquent Joss and recovery dates
baek to 1913 Starting his profes-
sional careaer at Bonham, in northern
Toexas, that year, Rusasell's stay In the

minors was Dbrief, Finishing the
year with Fort Woerth, the south-
paw sensation was bought by the

Chicago Americans, Comlskey offerod
him a three-year contract at the out-
sot because, of hia bellef in the left-
hander's ability. He was then 323
years old.

Reb got into the limelight at once,
pitching the White Sax 1o 22 wvie-
tories, while losing but 16 games In
hia first year, He continued with
the Sox until 1619, the climax of his
career coming during the” 1817 worid
serias between the Chleago White Sox
and the New York Gilants. In 1%18 he
lost his effectiveness and in the fol-
lowing vear wns relenssd outright.
After making an unavailing at-
tempt to “come back™ for the Indian-
apolis American association team at
the beginning of the 1920 season, and
after other mingr league teams
turned him down, Russell went to
work in & garage o Indianapolis
During the second road trip of the
Minneapolls nine that year Manager
Joe Cantillon was in desperate
straits whan his team landed in In-
dianapoliz. His dependable outfield-
ar, Rondeau, had broken his leg.
Friends of Cantillon suggestad "he g0
arcund the corner” and ask Reb to
try the outfleld position.

In the first game with Minnespolls
Russell gave aigns of promise, Eet-
ting two hits, one of which helped
win the game. He played In every
one of the remaining 85 games of the
season and finished with an average
of .33%, four polints higher than the
recognized Jeague leader.

As onme of the regulars this year,
Russell bas been a loader of the
leagua In batting, with an average
bestween 375 and .385, and is running
a neck-and-neck race with Brief of
Kwnnsas City for home-run honors

Rusaell was born March 12, 1589, at
Albany, Miss.

The courseé (8 within eonvenlent
distance of San Disgo and affords a
view of ocean and mountains. Ex-
perts declare it to be strictly Scot-
tish,

Approximately 250,000 has been in-
vested by the club In the course. there
belng 160 acres of land and a $50,000
cilubhouss in the property. Three ten-
nis courts are being bullt at the club
house.

The course was deosigned by Will-
lam Watson of Los Angeles and will
