Worked on Them Every Day.

“First T ecut my nalls away down
deep in on the sides though they
were a piece of wood; then 1 soaked
them In warm soap water. Then with
the orange stick under the natl at
the edges 1 pulled back anll the cuticle
and proud flesh sround there and with
the same scissors | cut away to my
heart's content all the cuticle as deep
down as 1 cowld all the way round to
get 41 oval. but Immedintely satu-
rated them well with cuticle cream,
padding It well in with ¢he orange
stick, Then I filéd them. getting the
tips of the nalls to sult the line of tha
oval, not like the penked point I got
from the manicurist after she had
filed. tha nail down to nothing.

“1 worked on them every single day
for three weeks, and believe me, 1
suffered more than I would have in a
more virtuous cause After a few
timon 1 began to see o glenm of hope,
nnd. g0 persistod. My fingers used to
be smore after cutting down into the
flesh and sometimes ! even had to dip
them into hot water (o take the paln
out, but I'd withdraw them and soak
them idn the cuticle cream.

Cutting the Cuticle.

“After 1 had cut the clear oval out
on my nails I trusted to the orange
atick for pushing the skin back. 1
supposs after a while [t will be fash-
fonable for women 1o go to a BEurgeon
and have thair nalls reshaped just as
they have tucks put in the skin of
face and neck to remove lines,
