Delegates Are Stunned
by Drastic U, S. Plan,

TEN-YEAR  HALT  URGED

Scrapping of Capital War-
ships Also Suggested
to Conferees.

MR. HUGHES GIVES . PLAN

Reduction Would Be Started
Within 3 Months After
Agreement.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 12—
(By the Associated Press.)—More
drastic and far-reaching than the
most advocate of dizsarma-
ment dnred hope, America’s pro-
posals were suddenly laid before the
arms conference today at its first

ardent

session by Secretary Hughes.

A ten-year naval holiday is the
proposal, and the United States,
Grest Britaln and Japan shall serap
66 capital ships aggregating 1,878,
048 tons,

Within three months after the con-
clusion of an agreement, the United
States would have 18 capital ships,
Great Britain 22 and Japan 10. Ton-
nage of the three nations, respect-
fvely, would be 500,650, 604,450 and
209,700,

Ship= Might Be Replaced.

Bhips when 20 years old might be
replaced and the replacement scheme
{g 500,000 tons for the United States,
500,000 tons for Great Britain and
800,000 tons for Japan. No replace-
ments could exceed 35,000 tons,

The United States would scrap 30
eapital ships, aggregating 943,740
tons; Great Britain 19, aggregating
583,875 tons, and Japan 17, aggre-
gating 448,928 tons,

The figures include old ships to
be scrapped, ships building or for
which material has been assembled.

Proposal Is Like Bomb.

Characterized by Barton Kato,
chief Japanese delegate, as “very
far-reaching,” but probably suitable
as a basls for discussion, and by Mr.
Balfour, head of the British delegn-
tion, as “a statesmanlike utterance,
pregnant with infinite possibilities
and most hopeful of satisfactory re-
puits,” the American proposal, con-
erete and detailed, fell on the open-
ing moments of the great confer-
ence like o bombshell, Foreign del-
egates were stunned.

The principal features

TO FAVOR NAVY CUT

ENTHUSIASM AMONG PEOFLE
1S PREDICTED.

Momber of Diet Says Common Folk
Are Beady to Glve Bupport
to Drastic Measures.

Teaders of Many Organizations

Volee Confidence of Success of
Conference at Washington.

Mrs. Charles Y., Winter, member of
the advisory council, sald today, afler
the opening session of the conferences:

“Now it looks as if the conference
would really accomplish something
America’y programme as voleed by
Mr. Hughes In showing the world that
we Ate In earnest, Women all over
the country wiil feel that thelr de-
sires and demnands have had effect
It wans & thrilling moment when the
announcement was made We will
glve up bullding shipa. We will scrap
our old ships. What will Engiand
and Japan doT™

Mra Harriet Taylor Upton, vice-
chairman of the natiopal republican
commitess, wns jubllant over the an-
nouncement.

“It's perfectly flne” she said “The
npecific, definite proposgls of Mr.
