GUBERNATORIAL ISSUE UP

Effect of Assembly on Aspirations
of Various Candidates Is

Disputed by Partisans.

One of the of the re
eent special session of the legisla
ture was politics. Or, to speak by
the card, there were times when
appeared that politics was the main
thin? and all other things were by
products.

The gubernatorial campaign was
markedly influenced by the specla
nession. The complexion of the 19ii3
legislature was affected, and devel
opmenta arose which have a direc
bearing on the senate and house or
ganizations of the regular session i
year hence. Considering the few days
the legislature waa In session, it cer
tainly messed up future politics in

i treat shape.
Naturally enough, there Is a differ

nee of opinion as to how the leglsla
ture reacted on the boomlets of the
numerous men who have been men-
tioned as nursinff gubernatorial
thoughts.

Kffect on Ilea a Doubtful.
Louis E. Bean, speaker of the house,

was frequently discussed before the
session. Mr. Bean, a veteran of the
Oregon legislature and always a do
tent influence in that body, where he
lias served many terms, fathered
state income tax as a method of fi
tiancing the 1925 exposition. There
Waa in the house a considerable senti
ment against a direct property tax
for the fair and Mr. Bean's income
tax bill was regarded favorably by
Borne representatives. While the
speaker was said to have had the
promise of 34 house members to vote
for the income tax bill, Mr. Bean never
tried to push it through the house. It
is known that a number of Mr. Bean's
most loyal friends and supporters
would not have gone with him on this
measure.

Bill In Held Back.
Speaker Bean's explanation for

holding back his income tax measure
was that he wanted to give the ex
position people a chance to try
everytning else first. There are
politicians who maintain that Speaker
Bean . damaged his gubernatorial
prospects in the special session.
Others Just as stoutly maintain that
he strengthened them because of the
feeling among the state grange and
farmers in general for an income tax.

In the senate, Charles Hall and
I. L. Patterson have been tentative
candidates for governor. Senator
Hall Is now presumed to have put
that ambition, temporarily, behind
him. Mr. Hall is chairman of the
state chamber of commerce, which
went on record as for the 1925 ex-
position. In his capacity as senator
lor Coos and Curry counties he votedagainst the exposition measures. Mr
Hall protested against financing the
fair out of gasoline money, which
he contended belonged to tha high-
ways.

Patterson Is Neutral.
Senator Patterson, who has been a

good roads advocate, saw no objec-
tion to the gasoline tax, Inasmuch as
the state highway commission, aftersuggesting that 40 per cent of the
tax increase go to the road fund, in-
terposed no obstacles. The sugges-
tion of 40 per cent for roads was in-
corporated in the fair measures, and
the bill was eo drafted that the road
funds would be in better shape than
ever. In lending his support to the
fair measures, Senator Patterson vot-
ed against Roy W. Itltner, president
of tha senate, who has been com-
mitted to the Patterson candidacy
aince President Ilitner's) birthday
party in Portland last February.
Some think Senator Patterson's
course helped him; some entertain the
opposite view.

J. D. Lee, member of the Multno-
mah delegation, and the only publicly
avowed candidate for governor, took
mall part in the deliberations. How-

ever, his campaign cards were tucked
prominently in the lobby where all
Who loafed could read.

Governor Keeps On.
As for Governor Olcott, he was not

"put in a hole." despite the ardent
wish of some senators and represen-
tatives to accomplish this result. Gov-
ernor Olcott carefully kept his hands
off the fair, highway and other leg-
islation and permitted the lawmakers
to work out their own salvation.

An occasional verbal fling was ta-
ken at him, because the session was
called in the week, and
a senator or two took umbrage at the
governor for having appointed a

committee to compile in-

formation on highway matters and
draft highway regulatory bills. It
was a matter of wounded dignity
more than resentment at the per-
sonnel of the committee. The gov-
ernor asked for laws to protect the
highways from destruction, in re-
sponse to a statewide demand, and
these were enacted by the session.

Criticism In Dulled.
Any time that a governor calls a

apecial session he Is tempting the
gods of politics. Criticism for sum-
moning the recent session has been
dulled by the fact that now the high-
ways can be protected and the cost
of tho session was less than half a
mile of pavement.

Of the 14 senators who blocked
the fair legislation, six will be in
the 19:13 session as holdovers, while
eight will have to go Into the May
primaries if they wish to come back.
The holdovers are Senators Dennis,
Kills, Robertson, Smith, Upton and
Hall. Those who must be
are Senators Bell, Jones. Eberhard.
Ititner, Lachmund, LnFollett, Strayer
and Thomas. All of the eight, except
Thomas, want to return to the sen-
ate. Thomas wants to be elected to
the circuit bench. Bell and Jones
will contend for the same nomination.

Elirht Are Holdovers.
In the 15 who favored the fair,

eight are holdovers. These are: Sen-
ators Eddy, Edwards. Farrell, Hare,
Joseph. Moser, Nickelsen and Staples
The other seven, whose terms expire,
are: Banks, Gill, Norblad, Ryan, Por-
ter, Patterson and Vinton. Of these
latter, Ryan expects to be a candidate
for state treasurer and Patterson Is
expected to run for governor. Sena-
tors Banks. Gill, Norblad and Vinton
will be candidates for

The senate organisation which func-
tioned In the regular session of 1921
split at the special session on the
exposition measures. Heretofore there
has been a close alliance between the
Multnomah delegation In the senate
or rather a majority of the delegation

and the eastern Oregon group. In
the special session they failed to get
together, and the eastern Oregon sen-
ators played ball with the Marion
county delegation, which has usually
fought eastern Oregon's crowd.

Senators from east of the moun

tains Insist that there was nothing
personal in the fight on the fair, and
that they are still cordial with the
Multnomah group. However, there is
a rumor that Senator Hall may have
the backing of the eastern Oregon
men for president of the senate, since
he stood with thera against the ex-
pos1: tion. There are one or two mem-
bers of the Multnomah delegation
who want to be the next president,
and owing to the late unpleasantness
their natural alliance with eastern
Oregon may not be in existence by
January, 1923. Also Senator Eddy
would not be averse to being senate
president, and he threw bis support
with the fair proponents.

From the foregoing it is apparent
that the senate organization for the
next regular session is far from being
clearly defined.

Over in the house side of the capi-
tal the situation is even more vague.
If Representatives Gordon or Kubli
are returned from Multnomah they
will seek the speakership and Denton
Burdick is also expected to try his
luck. A number of strange faces from
east of the Cascades are predicted in
the 19-- 3 session, as some of the pres-
ent representatives are confronted
with opposition at home. This applies
to half a dozen representatives.

F. Davis, Oregon West Point gradu
ate, for promotion to brigadier-ge- n

eral in the officers reserve corps.
The promotion came to Colonel Davis.
now on the retired list, as a Christ
mas compliment from the war depart
ment.

Colonel Davis was appointed to
West Point in the late "80s. He was
member of a prominent Polk county
family. Colonel Davis served with
distinction throughout the Spanish- -
American war.

During the battles around Santiago,
Cuba, he was a comrade of Colonel
Theodore Roosevelt and was given
particular mention in Colonel Roose-
velt's book recounting his army ex-

periences in connection with the fight
ing at San Juan hilL

About ten years ago Colonel Davis
was retired because of ill health. He
became the head of a military school
at Cornwall-on-Hudso- n. At the out
break of the world war he was re
called to active service as a colonel
and placed in charge of the army avi-
ation camps in the United States. He
retired again to his school at the close
of the war with a very fine record for
his months of active service. The war
department action will give him the
rank of brigadier-gener- al in place of
colonel which he now holds in the re
serve.

IX EXPORT REDUCTION'S.

Reduction of Railway Tariff to Pa
clfic Coast Ports From Gulf

Region Experiment.

Concurrence in the reduced rates
announced on export cotton from
Texas points through Pacific coast
points was announced yesterday by

H. Mulchay, general freight agent
of the Southern .Pacific company.
Under special authority of the inter
state commerce commission, in con
nection with the 10 per cent reduc
tion on farm products, the present
rates on cotton, carload, will be sus-
pended during the experimental
period of six months, which expires
June 30, 1922. In lieu of the present
rate there will be published, effective
today, an export rate of 1.23 the 100
pounds on cotton and cotton linters.
n bales, compressed to a density of

not less than 22H pounds the cubic
foot, delivered to carriers compressed

t point of shipment and excluding
any allowance for cost of compress- -
ng, and $1.35 the 100 pounds on cot

ton and cotton linters, in bales, com-

This is a reduction of 12Vi and 15

ents, respectively, below the present
rates. When the new raie expires
on June 30, this year, the old rae
will become effective.

lUiT HOT HECESSAHT

ENFORCEMENT OF PROHIBI
TION IiAW MADE EASIER.

Man Suspected of Carrying Liquor
May Re Arrested at Any Time

Without Formality.

Recent Interpretations of the fed- -
ral prohibition laws have caused Dr.

A. Llnville, prohibition enforce
ment officer, to abandon the position
he took last week, when he declared
that a man's hip pocket was his own
and that officers searching and ar-
resting a man without a warrant
would oe liable to arrest and fine.

He now declares that recent deci-
sions by the supreme court have made
it plain that a federal officer may
make an arrest and search a man
suspected of carrying liquor In his
hip pocket without the formality of
a warrant.

Dr. Llnville issued his statement
early in the week after he had re-
ceived Information from Prohibition
Commissioner Haynes.

"We are glad the recent Interpre-
tation came, as the statement that
a man could not be searched with-
out a warrant worked a handicap on
us in enforcing the law," declared
Dr. Llnville last night.

Mrs. Baldwin Accuses Man
ager of Penny Arcade.

REFORM IS DEMANDED

Youthful Employes Said to Have
Circulated Among Crowds to

Get Men to Spend Cash.

Open charges that improper condi-
tions exist at the Penny Arcade, oper-
ated by Ed Longbottom at Third and
Burnside streets, were made yesterday
by Mrs. Lola G. Baldwin, head of the
women's protective division, who an-
nounced she would seek to have the
owner's license revoked unless an im-
mediate change for the better were
inaugurated.

According to statements made to
Mrs Baldwin by two girls, 15 and 17
years old, they took employment at
the Penny Arcade, where they worked
on a commission basis, with the un-
derstanding that the more thrills
they gave the north-en- d habitues who
patronized the arcade, the more money
they would receive.

The girls told Mrs. Baldwin that
they were employed to circulate in
and around the men and urge them
to heavy spending. In addition to a
weekly salary, they were to receive
15 cents out of every dollar their
"come-ons- " spent in the place.

"Fast Work Held Needed.
The greatest source of revenue, ac-

cording to the statements by the
girls, was the miniature photograph
gallery, where quick service was
given at $1 an exposure for pictures.

"When you get 'em In the gallery
work fast, for every thrill means li
for the house," the girls quoted Long-botto- m

as instructing them.
The girl sustained a

bullet wound in the hand the Sunday
before Christmas, when a stray shot
in the shooting gallery went wild.
This girl was placed under the care
of a physician, Mrs. Baldwin said.

The girls said they were Instruct-
ed by Longbottom to circulate around
the place and pick up men who looked
like ready cash and to stay with them
until their money was all spent, then
drop them and look for another "live"
one.

"Kidding" Declnrrd Ordered.
They likewise said they were to

"kid" these patrons along by making
engagements to meet them later,
although they were Instructed not to
keep them. Their employer told them,
they said, they could "string" fel
lows along for a week before they
got wise to the fact they were easy
marks.

Such conditions will not be toler
ated, Mrs. Baldwin said, and she In-

tends to seek the revocation of the
license unless mature women are em-
ployed.

The owner of the place did not
even ask the girls their ages, they
told Mrs. Baldwin, but told them
that attractiveness was all he de-
manded.
