NEEDLEWORK BAGS ARE MADE FROM BLACK
AND RED BROCADED RIBBON NEATLY SEWED

Qutfit of About Usual Size Made Attractive by Trimming of Strands of Crystal Beads—Other Beautiful
Bag Is Made of Blue Moire Ribbon.

WONDERFUL bag was seen not
A long age mads of black and red

brocaded ribbon. It was the
usual sizs for B fancy bag—about
nine or ten inches deep by five or six
inches in width. The top wus turned
over in a three-quarter inch hem or
casing, through which two double
faced satin rihbons were run. There
wa# no beading. Strands of crystal
beads, two inches when doubled in a
loop, weéra sewed on for trimming.
These bead strands wers sot on In
clusters—possibly four loops sewed
close together, then a space the same
| width, and so on. There were three
of these clusters on each side of the
bag and three rows—the plcture will
make the meaning elsar. The clusters
wera ssewed on direotly under each
other, each cluster lapplng a Hitle
over the one below.

The bottom wa=s gathered into a
large round covered hutton mold, and
through the middle of this was sus-
pended a cluster of the bend loops.
| At each side at the top of the bag

thers was a large fancy white bone
ring. The lining was red.

Another bag was made of & b2av-
tiful piece of blue moire ribbon and
had a two-inch wide heading at the
top. The bag was trimmed with steel
beads, just below the casing for the
ribbons that the bag Is opened and
closed by wera three rows of these
gtesl beads, set one-half Inch apart
and parallel to each othesr. Below
these rows were two tucks, each oné
inch in width &nd each tuck edged
with one Inch bead loops sewed on
cloge together to ths edge of each
tuek. Then there were three rows of
three-guarier inch loops of beads,
with & half inch space between. The
bottom of the bag was gathered into
a covered button mold, and through
the middle of It weare sewed threa-
inch strands of tha beads. The lin-
ing wes a brocaded ribbon in green
and silver.

The daintiest bag of all was madas
of peach colored moire ribbon, and
was finished with a casing at the top

and no heading above. Sewed at in-
tervals on the outside of the casing
were clusters of tiny flowers mada
of silk, and when the bag was pulled
up these flowers formed a solid mass
around. The effect was charming.

Thera were two tucks that went
around the bag. Each tuck was two
inches wide, and to the adge of each
of these tucks were sewed two-inch-
long loops of erystal beads. Of course,
the end of the first row of beads met
the stitching of the second or lower
tuck. -

On the bottom tuck a single rase
with leaves was sewed at side of the
bag, and the idea was repeated on the
opposite side of the bag. The lining
was the same as the outside,

In making the tueks ths ribbon is
first seamed together at each side and
then the tucks lald and stitched. Of
eourse, the Inside of & bag Is cut the
finlshed size of the outside. The bot-
tom of the bag just deseribed wasn
gatherédd into a mold, and lh.! usual
bead loops hung from this.
