The
tr'al of St alleged members of the
Ku Kliix Klan on felony charges
growing out of the Inglewood raid
of April 22 last will proceed next
Monday and a mistrial will be de
clared as to Nathan A. Baker, ex
kleagls, and admitted leaser of the
raid, according to an agreement
reached today byy counsel in the case
Baker was taken ill in court yester.
day and a physician reported today
It mould be impossible for him to
attend court inside of 90 days.

A stipulation was signed by each
of the remaining 36 defendants, re
qjesting that the trial proceed as to
thtm and .waiving any right they
may have had to demand the pres-
ence of Baker as a defendant. The
stipulation was approved by Judge
Houser, but no order was entered in
the matter today, as the jury had
beer, dismissed until Monday before
the agreement was reached.

Baker, according to the physician,
is suffering from complete nervous
prostration, is irrational-- , and pos-
sessed of "a delusion that he is in
danger and some one is pursuing
him."

Deputy District attorney Asa
Keyes asked the court to appoint
a specialist in mental diseases to
examine Baker -- and report to the
court on his condition next Monday.

"I am Informed," the prosecutor
said, "that this man had an attack
which may have been of a similar
nature to that some time ago, and
recovered in a very short time."
This was agreed to by the defense
and Dr. T. J. Orbison, alienist, was
assigned by Judge Houser to make
the examination at the patient's
home.

GHANDI GETS COURTESIES

HALF HOUR DAILY SPENT
IN SPINNING.

Authorities Kind and Considerate
and No Restrictions Put

on Interviews.

BOMBAY. That Mahatma Gandhi
has been receiving every possible
consideration from the authorities
of the Sabarmatl jail, where he Is
confined. Is evident from the re-
ports of the many friends who have
visited him there. Gandhi spends
at least half an hour each day in
spinning and is devoting his re-
maining energy to literary work.
He is allowed to have his own food
brought to him. Goat's milk, toast,
oranges and raisins constitute his
usual diet.

One who visited Gandhi in Jail re
cently describes his life there as
follows

"Ever since his arrest, the au.
thorlties havo been very kind and
considerate. They place no restrictions

on interviews, but grant as
many as It is possttile to arrange for.
At these Interviews, either the su-
perintendent or the Jailer is present

"Gandhi sits in the veranda in
front of his cell with a' quilt on the
floor and with two pillows at his
back, in the same style as in his
own home Visitors are taken in-

side the Jail, and Gandhi receives
them in his veranda. They discuss
all sorts of questions, no .restrictions
beln'g made as to the subjects for
conversation.

"The Mahatma Is allowed to re-
ceive all his letters, and even to re-
ply to them, with the condition that
the letters are countersigned and
passed by the (superintendent.

"The prisoner's usual tood con-
sists of goat's milk, toast, oranges
and raisins. These are brought to
him three times a day. Several
months sgo Gandhi made a vow not

at Jacksonville. Fla.. but the Pa-

cific coast Is familiar ground to
hlra. however, aa here la where he
entered the guard service. He
served for several yeara at Wash-
ington coast statlona and on the

. California coast. He was stationed
in California when he won advance-
ment two years ago and waa as-- .

signed as superintendent of the
Jacksonville district.

During the Lewis and Clark ex-

position Mr. Keily was in charge of
the government life-savi- demon-
stration In Portland. As Mrs. Kelly
waa a Portland resident before mar-
riage, both are entirely at home
here. They expressed delight yea-terd-

over the fact that they are to
ix stationed in this city perma-
nently.

If iio is treated
differently it is not due to any re
quest on his part but due rather to
the initiative of the authorities
themselves, who are very courteous
and Anxious to oblisre.

He was always cneenui. ana
looked noon his arrest as a matter
for reloiclne: to the country.
To all questions as to what would
happen In the future he gave the
answer that if
carried on properly, was bound to
succeed.

"Gandhi intends to devote much
of his time to writing about his past
experiences. He may even write' an
autobiography. His immediate task
in this line is the writing, of a
pamphlet on the movement in South
Africa."

HOLY LAND PROSPEROUS

GREAT CHANGES SINCE WAR
HEEN IX. PALESTINE. . ,

Hills Once Stripped of Animals by
Turks Again Are Covered

With Goats and Sbeep.

JERUSALEM. No one who knew
the Holy Land in the days of the
Turkish regime can fail to note the
great changes that have taken place
throughout the country since the
close of the war.

The Turkish army stripped Pales-
tine of its animals to such a degree
that when the American Red Cross
arrived In June of 191$ there were
many villages without a single
ploughing animal, and neither sheep
nor goats were seen on the hillsides.
Today it is not uncommon for an
automobile to come to a standstill
on the principal streets of Jerusa-
lem to allow a flock of hundreds of
sheep and goats . to pass and out
In the country the gray hillsides
are covered with thousands of these
animals. Italy gets a large amount
of her glove material from the kids
of Palestine.

Whereas much still remains to be
done, a great improvement already
has been made in the character of
the work animals. The army left
behind It tens of thousands of
horses, mules and donkeys, but, even
better than this, the natives seem
to have learned valuable lessons In
the care and feeding of stock, so
that today the horses of the public
carriages In Jerusalem are far
sleeker and finer than ever they
were before the war.

Farm products of all kinds brings
a much better price than formerly;
hence the villagers are prosperous
and Indulge in luxuries undreamed
of In prewar days. The markets
of Jerusalem were never before sup-
plied with such a wealth and variety
of delectable articles, and venders
of lemonade and Ice cream do a
thriving business. In the dry goods,
clothing and shoe stores the most
fastidious can find French and
English, and. to a lesser degree.
American goods, for which they did
not even look in prewar days.

It is interesting to note the
changes In the villagers. Formerly
they nearly all walked to Jerusal-
em, even from a distance that took
them four and five hours. Now pub-
lic automobiles run out Into the
country for 10 miles and have large-
ly monopolised transportation. The
charge for a ride is 60 cents, for-
merly the price of a day's work.
The roads are now almost deserted
by pedestrians, but American motor
ears pass frequently. The reed pen
and Ink horn of the educated. vil-
lager has been scrapped by the mod-
ern , American self-fillin- g fountain
pen.

Wages for skilled and unskilled
labor have risen several hundred
per cent and good mechanics now
demand $5 a day. The hours of la-
bor used to be rrom sunrise till
sunset, but by the organisation of
labor unions they now have In
Jaffa an eight-hou- r day. Lack of
organisation throughout the coun-
try is the only thing that retards
the change in other places. The
quality of workmanship has not
kept pace with the rise '.in prices,
and whereas In carpentry there are
found some excellent mechanics,
most of the trades are carried on
by very mediocre artisans.

CASTE IN INDIA RIGID

Keligious liaws, Centuries Old,
Implicitly Obeyed.

CALCUTTA. The religious laws
of Brahmanism divide the Hindu
people in Indian into four principal
hereditary classes or castes the
Brahmans (priests), Kshatiyas (rul-
ers and warriors), Vasiayas (mer-
chants and husbandmen) and Sudras
(mechanics, laborers or servants),
the first three being known as
"twice-born- " and the last as "once-born- ."

The original four castes,
however, have become to a great ex-
tent subdivided the men being
known by their work or trades, as
the caste of shoemakers and the
f'caste" of sweepers so that nowa
days the Brahmans alone are said to
remain as a distinct caste. Aside
from all these are the Pariahs (or
outcasts), who have no caste. Ac
cording to the Cyclopedia of India,
"The effect of the caste system is
that no man may lawfully eat with
any individual of any other caste.
or partake of food cooked by him,
or marry into another caste family;
but he may be his friend, his mas
ter, his servant, his partner."
