Sheffield Handicap Great
Developer of Marvels.

MANY RECORDS ARE MADE

Performances i of - Paddock. Show
l"p Brilliantly, But Not All

Exceed Those of Past.

In the days of - the once great
English "Sheffield handicap," which
used to be - to professional foot
racing what the Davis cup is to
tennis today, many great sprinters
were known to the world. The
present generation of track enthu-
siasts knows nothing of those old-tim- e

events. .' Not knowing them, it
is natural for sports followers to
live in the present day only. There-
fore when Paddock makes or breaks
some former 'amatr mark he is
naturally ' and propefly hailed as. a
wonder.

The Sheffield" handicap was 150
yards, and the winner was always
credited with-.-hi- time from the
handicap mark. It'is this fact that
causes present day athietes to won-
der how such.' distances as 132
yards, 141"& y.ards,- - etc., ever got on
the books. S"-" '"'There were many famous sprint-
ers in those events ana they could
without exception fun mny yards
inside- "even time."

Famous Sprinters Entered.
For instance. In 1865 Frank

Hewitt was the reigning profes-
sional. On his Sheffield start he
was allowed eight yards- and ran
his 142 yards In 13 seconds.
Charlie Mclvor was the first Ameri-
can to win a Sheffield, in the early
'80s. He was placed on 132 yards
and ran the distance in 12.. 5 sec-
onds. These are just two of many
examples of "the phenomenal speed
of sprinters of those days.

Paddock today, stands out as the
first man in the world to break 21
seconds for 220 yards and his 20 4- -5

for the distance never has been ex- -
celled by - the professionals. ,: The
best "pro" furlong on record was
made in 1913 by Donaldson in
21 this being better than

; Three Today, But They and

Cards Are Slated to Lose.

NEW TORK. Aug. 12. Even the
dope, even their own errors of omis-

sion and commission, seem unable to
stop those Giants from, winning the
National league championship.

The dope the grandoldope de-

clares that they will nose out both
the Cardinals and the Pirates In the
final run down tne stretch of the
National league race and return
winners again.

They figure to triumph after the
hardest race the National 'league
has known since the days when
three teams, led by Chance, Clark
and McGraw, fought it In 1908, 1909
and 1910.

Pirates Beat Team.
Admittedly today the Pirates are

the best team of the three. Admit-
tedly the Cardinals are a shade bet-
ter than the Giants, but In this des-
perate stretch run. with both the
Giants and Cardinals wobbling un-
der the strain and the Pirates com-
ing, fresh and unafraid,

of the race favor New York to
such an extent that they should win
out.

If the Pirates were able to main
tain the pace they axe now setting;
if the schedule did not run against
both the Cards and the Pirates, there
would be some hope of beating the
Giants. But as the dope now stands
the only thing that can beat the
Giants is the Giants themselves.

The dope, which we must believe,
indicates that on Labor day which
Is but a short time away St. Louis
will be leading the National league
race by a margin of three aJid per-
haps four games, and that Pitts-
burg's present rush will carry the
team to second place, a game or
two ahead of the Giants. But from
Labor day to the end of the fight
in October, the schedule and every
condition favors the Giants, and
they will pass the two western
teams. While the westerner's are
cutting each other's throats the
Giants will go through and win. by
a scant margin.

Glamf a in Best Position.
The Giants, figuring them at" the

worst of their slump, which now
has passed all understanding, still
have a team which is better, when
regulars only are considered, than
either of the contestants, figuring
St. Louis in a slump and the Pirates
at the .best they have shown this
season. Taking pitchers and teams,
attacking and defensive, both Cards
and Pirates now are in better shape
than are the Giants.'

But when we come to figure
pitcher against pitcher, team against
team, and the remaining games of
the schedule, the Giants are in the
best position. The chances are that
they will have a rough trip through
the west and that they will slump
back to third place before they
return home. But they have both
the reserve strength and power,
punch and skill, and in addition a
heavy advantage in the schedule.

Pirate Are Handicapped.
The Pirates are handicapped both

by about five games the worst of it,
and by the fact that they have a
heavy schedule, a bad run of double- -
headers, and two Jumps to play Sun
day games. The Cards have a bad
schedule, as they finish their home
schedule on Labor day and play
every team in the league, with two
series in Cincinnati, before the
finish. '

As for games, the Giants have far
the easiest schedule of the three
teams that figure to have a chance.
Pittsburg is not yet stopped in its
mad rush toward the top. but in
spite of that fact the team will be
lucky to win thirty of its remain-
ing games Cincinnati promises to be
the most troublesome team of all to
all contestants during the remainder
of the season, as the Reds are close
to the best in the league Just now.
The fact that the Cards must visit
them twice hurts St. Louis' chances.
Besides that the Cards are showing
signs of strain from fighting for the
lead.

Pirates Are Freshest.
1 .On even terms and even schedules.
I would figure the Pirates to win.
as they are freshest and have the
best pitchers Just now. But the
Giants must be figured on some
thing near their true form. The
team has been In a bad slump, from
which It is Just emerging. It has
seven more games with Philadelphia
and nine more with Boston which
should be easy. Besides that the
Giants have shown their ability to
beat contenders when the pinch
comes.

Analysis of the present race Indi
cates that the Giants have been los
ing, because their star players have
been out of shape because Ban
croft and Groh have not been play
ing the game as they are capable ofdoing. Under the circumstances a
rally is to be expected.. The defec-
tion of Douglass hurt the team, ofcourse, but he had a sore arm any-
how, and was of no use, and his big
leave of absence from the reserva-
tion may give his arm a chance to
come back. McQuillan and Nehf are
pitching well, and Jess Barnes is
better than National league average.

Pltsbnrg Is Hard it.
The team should have a lot of

trouble beating Pittsburg in the
series now starting, because the
Pirate pitching staff is at the best
It has been this season. But after
that series the Giants should not
have much trouble in the western
trip. Only Sherdel at St. Louis and
Alexander at Chicago threaten them
with serious trouble. And rememberthis, if the Giants can break evenduring the com ing western trip It
makes little difference, what St.
Louis and Pittsburg do because theGiants, when they get back home,
will be a championship team agai.i.

There is "one element in this race
which Is extremely hard to dope.
There Is beyond doubt a feeling allthrough the National league thatanything that Is done to beat the
Giants Is legitimate. Not that any
team would try to help either Cardsor Piratea. but it is strictly proper
for managers to select their strong-
est pitchers to work against the
Giants, which naturally would leave

addition to the athletic programme
of future Olympic meets. Competi-
tions In architecture, literature, mu-
sic painting and sculpture will be
held In connection with the athletic
events. The one restriction is that
the works of art must be associated
with sport.

This Is one of the thoughts thst
made ancient Greece, more than 2000
yegrs ago, the art center of the

or!d. Greek civilization waa far In
advance of that In any other coun-
try. The Olympic games were held
at four-ye- ar intervals for more than
1000 years. The connection ofsports and athletic life with science
end arts made the Greeks of that
day the strongest, most symmetries',
most alert and intelligent people in
the world.

The building of temples and mon-
uments to the heroes of Olympus.
and the sculptors and painting and
poetry and literature inspired by
athletic sports, advanced Greek civ
ilisation to a point that has in some
ways never been surpassed in mod-
ern times.
. Greek architecture still is the
model of the world. We haven't a
skyscraper In America, or any fine
building, that Inn't largely pat-
terned after the Greek temples. Oar
great athletic stadiums sre Greek
In design. Greek sculpture has
never been excelled In simplicity
and beauty of outline.

Although Greece was overrun by
barbarian hordes and the Romans
and other nations twrlppeil her of a
vast store of art objects, there still
are enough left to show what a
wonderful country Greece must
have been. No architect has ever
produced anything to excel the
beauty of the ancient temples of
Greece, decorated' with groups ofstatuary in Pentalic marble by mas-
ter scuiptors.
