Last August this little girl was taken
ill, and after three weeks, apparently
died, so the story goes. For three
hours she had every appesarance of
death. She then slowly reviyed, but
was totally blind. 8he told her pa-
rents that she had been in heaven and
ecen Jesus and the angels and many
friends who had gone before. There
she saw a tree of life and a river of
life, There were little children in the
tree eating the fruit. Each inhabitant
wore & orown bearing his or her name.
The little girl paw a orown with her
name on it, hanging up, and reached
for it, but Jesua told her she would
have to go back to earth and fulfill her
mission, He wanted her to teach his
people,

Although blind this girl can read by
passing her fingers over the printed or
written page, and can describe persons
whosa pictures were handed to her.
The latter power was first discoverid
by J. B. Cawthorn, a photographer,
whose mother lives in Walla Walla.
He told the marvelous story to a Sun-
day school in Palouse City, and Mr.
Gray and wife, hearing it, drove out to
the home of the girl to see for them
selves, Mr, Gray first handed the sick
girl his watch, and she told him that it
was a gold watch, and the time of day,
by passing her fingers over the gluss.
To make sure that her power was gen-
uing, a paper was hell between her
face and a photograph that Mr. Gray
handed to her, and ehe desoribed the
picture perfectly as that of an old gen-
tleman with gray whiskers, wearing a
dark suit and erayat. She read from
books and papers handed to her by the
use of her fingers.

Mr, and Mrs. Gray tell many other
wonderful things in relation to this
child. She has now been ill 100 days,
and has not been able to digest any
food.

As references for the trauth of the
story, Mr. Gray pgave the names of
Rev. A. Y. Skee, pastor of the 8 M.
E. church, of Palouse; Rev. J. G.
Kerrick, of La Grande, Or.; H. A,
Gray, Thomas Cox and J. B. Caw-
thorn, of Palouse.

LAND FOR EVERYBODY.

The Free Homestead Hill Has Puased
| the Senate.

|
| Washington, Jan. 16.—The senate
‘today passed the measure known as
the free-homestead bill, which has been
under discussion since the holday re-
ocess. It is a measure of far-reaching
importance, particalarly to the West-
ern states, and the interest in it wus
shown by the fact that a plank coneern-
ing it was a feature of the several na-
tional platforms. The effect o the
bill is to open to settlement ats the
public lands nequired from Indians,
free of payment to the government, be-
yond the minor office fees, and to re-
lense from payment those who have
heretofore settled on those lands.  The
number of acres involved, acconding to
an estimate made by the commissioner
of the general land office, is 38,207,541,
which would have yielded the govern-
ment, at the prices heretofore estab-
lished, $35,348,008. To offset this
statement it was brought ont during
the debate that the lande were mainly
arid and that those who had settled
upon them were unable to make pay-
ment by reason of the scanty products
of the soil. The Western senators in
the main favored the bill as an exten-
gion of the general homestead policy of
the government. The opposition was
directed mainly by Platt of Connecticut
and Vilae. As the bill passed in the
house it covered only lands acguired
from Indians in Oklashoma but as
passed today the bill inclades all In-
dian lands. The final vote taken by
agreement at 4 P. M., showed a decisive
majority in favor of the measure,
Following the dispoisiton of thisdbilt;
which had held the advantageous posi-
tion of the unfinished business of the
senate, Morgan sought to have the Nica-
rauga canal bill made the nnfinished
business. This precipitated a vote
which to some extent wns a test of
strength of the bill itself. On Mor-
gan’s motion to take up the bill, the
vote was 33 to 6, or less than a quornm,
g0 the motion did not prevail, although
it disclosed the strenght of the measure.

of Trade.

The past week has proved an un-
deady one in the wheat markots
While there has been no weakening in
:he basio position of wheat, and while,
indeed, the position today is stronger
than a week sinee, the bears have ypon
awo or thres eecasions raided the mar-
zots and broken prices.  To our minds
these fluctuations prove nothing against
the deal. We don't know but prices
will be lower, and are not talking about
what will be the results, but we write
o the foundation of the markets, and
dealers must manage the rest. The
winter wheat, usuallly two-thirds of
the aggregute crop, i depleted to
smaller remaing in farmers’ hands than
for years. Consumption must soon re-
wrt to spring wheat, and that reserve
s undoubtedly small. We are break-
ing away slowly from foreign prices
and before hurvest it will be a home
lemand and supply.

Acconding to expert testimony many
of the believers in wheat who have
been wutching the upwanl march of
values for the past two months have
been rather doubtful of its stability, in
view of the cheapness of other cercals
unl their prduet. The fact that corn
has enterd the list a8 a competitor for
bread consumption led to a halt in the
advance and many traders were greatly
infloenced by this circnmstunce, The
argument 18 made that flonr is being
wlulterated to such an extent with corn
wmeal, and the call for corn meal {8 in-
sreasing at sneh o rate that the demantd
for cash wheat will graduoally become
surtailed, and, with o lessening of the
demand, perforee a decline in price,
One writer in disenssing this phase of
the wheat situation asserts that such a
ase for corn meal and other substitu-
tions fur wheat must be only eredited
to restricted arens,  The theory ad-
vanced is that poor people who would
most likely use this adulterated article
a8 & human food do not buy flour, and
hence the first argument fulls to the
ground.
