Will Demand Sixty Thousand Atltll
tlonal Troopa. -

New York, July 5. A dispatch to
the Journal and Advertiser from Ha-

vana says:
General Weyler will require at least

60,000 more troops to conquer the east-
ern provinces and hold them for Spain.
Colonel Garauiendi, a member of Vey-ler- 'a

general staff, and private secre-
tary to the commander in chief, will
go to Madrid this week, the bearer of
confidential dispatches to Premier Can-ova- s

and the Spanish war department,
in which the demand is made for 00,-00- 0

additional recruits.
. All regular troops that can be spared
from Pinar del Rio, the western tro-ch- a,

Havana, Matanzas and Santa
Clara districts, are being concentrated
at Sftneti Spiritus, where Weyler has
directed the immediate organization of
14 columns, at the head of which he
will try to drive Gomez across the new
trocha and invade Puerto Principe
province, where Calixte Garoia's forces
are said to be massing.

Weyler expects a great pitched bat-

tle when he meets Garcia, the result of
which may be the turning point in the
war. Should Weyler's army meet
with defeat, Spain will then be ready
to listen to President McKinley's offers
of intervention. If Spain wins, and
Garcia is routed, Weyler will assume a
magnanimous lole, proclaim general
amnesty, and offer the Cubans complete
autonomy and full personal and polit-

ical guarantees under the Spanish flag.

Should these overtures be refused, it is
predicted that the war of extermination
will be waged to the bitter end.

Froien Lamb for London.
Some 18 years ago the flock owners of

Australia, finding that there was a fair
market in England for canned mutton,
determined to try the experiment of ex
porting the fresh-kille- d meat in a
frozen state. Sheep which had been
bred with a view to. producing wool
rather than for table use, did not at
first find favor with the publio, besides
which an occasional breakdown in
the refrigerating machinery often ren-

dered the experiment an expensive one
for the shipper. New Zealand sheep
were found to be of a muoh better
quality, and by degrees difficulties were
surmounted and prejudioes overcome
until New Zealand mutton has become
as common an object in London meat
markets as the home-grow- n article.
Owing to the'difference in the seasons
on the other side of the eauator, Iambs
are ready for export about Christmas
time, so that they can be placed on
the London market earlier in the season
than those raised at home. The oar-cass-es

are first cooled and then slightly
frozen on shore; they are then trans-
ferred to a dry chamber on board ship,
where the temperature is steadily main-
tained at a few degrees below freezing.
On their arrival in port they are
again transferred to a oold-stora-

chamber and kept there until wanted.

thirty Men Hoalded ou Board of tha
Monitor I'arltan.

New York, July 6. Thirty men nar-

rowly escaped death in the boiler-roo-

of the monitor Puritan. That they
were not scalded to death is due to the
presence of mind of one of the crew.

The Pnritan is moored at the foot
of the nrain street of the Brooklyn
navy-yar- and has been undegoing re-

pairs to her boilers. The repairs had
been completed and the men were only
putting on the finishing touches at the
time of the explosion. Orders had been
given to start the fire under the boilers,
and get up steam, so that both engines
and kboilers could be given a thorough
test, as the vessel had been ordered to
sea for target practice.

Engineers were in the engine-roo-

giving instructions to firemen. There
was suddenly a slight hissing sound of
escaping steam in the room, but the
m?n oontinned to work. Then a sharp
report and a flood of hot water and
s.eam from one of the boilers started
them to their feet. In an instant the
room was filled with steam that was so

dense the men could hardly see.
When the burst of steam came from

the boiler August Wilson, the boiler-make- r,

in charge, ordered the men to
get out ot the room. Wilson was the
last to get out, and while he was trying
to find the entrance to the engine-room- s

Chief Engineer Cowie, of the
Pnirtan, who heard the .report of the
explosion, rushed into the room. Cowie
made several attempts to get to the
valves, but was held back by Wilson.
When the steam was nearly exhausted
the valves were closed, but not until
Cowie had been burned about the head

New York, July 5. A speoial to the
Herald from Valparaiso, Chile, says:
If the government does not soon take
steps to better the condition of the
working olasses throughout Chile, there
will be a dark, despairing outlook in
store for them. The Heraldo here says
the closure of the engineering estab-
lishments will cause others to follow
and leave more than 1,000 working-men'- s

families exposed to hunger. It
adds that this may cause the paralyza-tio- n

of several nitrate establishments in
Tarapaca province, throwing 1,800 men
in the streets and causing the stoppage
of all building work throughout Chile.

Workingmen are preparing to hold a
monster meeting next Sunday to pro-

test against the delay of congress in
discussing the reform cnstoniB tariff
law', which has been submitted to that
body. The workingmen will also pro-

test against the idle political discus-
sion in congress on the resolution ( f
the government railway directors to
order five locomotives from the United
States after having promised to protect
the national industries.

Could Not Live Apart.
Ouaymas, Sonora, July 5. A sensa-

tional double suicide has ocurred here.
Senor (.lodomiro Maytorena, a widely
known and popular young man, had
been engaged for some time to Senorita
Ampora Ynigo, the daughter of an
equally aristocratic family. Another
suitor found more favor in the eyes of
her stepmother than did young Mayto-
rena, and the latter was notified to
cease paying his visits.

This led to clandestine meetings, and
when a mutual friend attempted to in-

terfere, a personal encounter resulted.
For this the young man was about to
be arrested when he took two pistols,
one in each hand, pressed each to his
temples and fired two balls, both enter-
ing the brain. When the shocking
news was conveyed to the young lady
she took poison, and is reported to
have since died.

A Collection of Ivories.
San Francisco, Jnly 5. John L.

Bardwell, of this city, has presented to
Golden Gate Park museum one of the
largest collections of delicately carved
ivories that can be found in the Unit-
ed States. There are 700 pieces in all,
ranging in value from $25 to 1,000
each. They represent every conceiv-
able kind of animal and vegetable life,
with protecting gods and goddesses.

Will Not Give Up Thessaly.
London, July 8. A dispatch to the

Times from Constantinople dated
Wednesday says: Tewfik Pasha will
announce to the ambassadors of the
powers tomororw that the cabinet
maintains the indefensible right of
Turkey to retain Thessaly by virtue of
conquest.

The Effort Failed.
Washington, July 5. The Republi-

can managers of the tariff bill have
been making an effort on the floor of
the senate to secure a unanimous agree-
ment to take a vote on the tariff bill
tomorrow. The opposition declines to
agree upon any date until the proposed
amendments are in. The Democrats
say they hesitate out of caution to pro-
vide against a possible surprise.

At 10:01 Sheriff Hiatt and his depu
ties, with Melson, ascended the scaf-
fold. When asked if he had anything
to say, Melson said:

Bad Accident at Chioago.
Chicago, July 6. Five men were in-

jured this morning by the explosion of

the engine of an incoming suburban
train on the Chicago & Northern Paci- -'

fio railway, while the train was going
at full speed between Morgan Park and
One Hundred and Thirteenth street
stations.

The injured are: John Fogg, engin-
eer, terribly bruised and scalded; prob-- j
ably fatally; John Latshaw, fireman,
crushed and scalded; will die. Three
men, names unknown, residing at Blue
Island, bruised; will recover.

. The train was the suburban express,
consisting of five coaches filled with
passengers. The explosion was heard
for miles. The engineer and fireman
were thrown 50 feet. The cause of the
explosion is unknown.

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Franklin'a Baqnaat In Court.
If Benjamin Franklin, one of the

wisest of men, could have foreseen the
difficulties and complications that have
grown out of his famous bequest to the
city of Boston of $5,000, more than 100

years ago, he would probably have can-

celled that part of the will, or at least
made its provisions very different, re-

marks the Buffalo Commercial. The
fund, which now amounts to 1348,000,
has been invested mainly as he direct-

ed. At the end of the first hundred
years the prinoipal was to be laid out at
the discretion of the managers of the
donation to the town of Boston, "in
publio works whioh may be Judged of
most utility to tho inhabitants, such as

fortifications, bridges, aqueducts, pub-

lio buildings, baths, pavements, or
whatever may make living in the town
more convenient to its people and ren-

der it more agreeable to strangers re-

sorting thither for health or temporary
residence." The money is in the Bos-

ton oity treasury, but it appears the
mnnioipal authorities and the trustees
are at loggerheads as to their , respec-

tive powers, and also as to the method
of Its expenditure, and as a last resort
the matter has been carried to the
courts. An application Is to be made to
the supreme court of Massachusetts to
decide who has authority under the will
to expend the money in one of the sev-

eral ways , suggested by the testator.
It is to be hoped a way out of tho diffi-

culty will be found and that the fund
will be used to establish, the Franklin
trades school, as has been proposed. It
is one of the most remarkable . legacies
ever made, and the benevolent intent
is plain enongh, though perhaps not ex-

pressed in sufficiently definite terms.
