Letters thieatening the lives ol the
Andiewa family, und the childien of
Mre. St. John, ware found. It 1s be-
lieved the motive for the inoendiarinm
was revenge, and that the affair rose
out of a quarrel among the wservantis
Foley, the butler in the Andrews fam.
ily, is under surveillance, and the po-
lice mre investigating clews which
chiofly rest upon anonymous letters
Mary Flanagan, a dead maid servant,
seams 10 have been the central figure
in this alleged plot.

The pulice today gave out three
sourrilous letters which have been sent
to membern of the Andiews household.
One was addressed 10 Mary Flanagan.
The letters made chargea againmt her
and the butler. Ina letter addressed
to Mre. St. John, the wiiter sald:

*‘1 hope you and Mre, Andrews don't
think for one moment that I am recon-
ciled or pacified with Mary Flanagan,
for indeed I am nol, and, what is fur-
ther, 1 will not be until 1 get wmy re-
venge, I feel that | have given warn-
ing enough, and | am going to fix her
for life, and becanse vou and Mre. An-
drews did not give heed to warnings, |
am going to fix you, tovo, 1'm going to
make some one throw something in
your nurse's and children's faces that
will disfigure them and eat all the flesh
off the bone. This I will do for spite,
because you did not let Mary go, as I
told you. You had just ue well let her
go first as last. Yoo will have no girl
alive whea 1 get through with her."”

DEWEY 1S A SAILOR

He Doclines to Bo a Candidate for the
Fresidency.

“Yes, vears ago, bot my vote waa
ususlly infuenced by personal prefer-
ence or local conditions 1 am not s
politician, bave never held political
office and am totally ignorant ol party
intricacies and afliations. "
