Recent investigations
made by the associstion disclossd the
fact that among other things large
quantities of stoves made by convict la-
bor in Oregon were boing sold not only
in San Francisca, bat throughont the
state of California, and it is principally
againat this trade that the circular
letter is directed.

Bharp Advance In Oatmeal.

Flour and feed merchants of Van-
souver, B, U, last week annonnced an
advance of 20 cents per barrel in all
grades of oatmeal. Heavy orders will
have to be filled from the north short-
ly, and American dealers have been
asking for quotations from British Co-
lumbia merchauts with a view to hav-
ing the orders filled im Vancouver,
The supply of oats held on the coast is
not large, and higher prices followed
the inquiriea from Seattle and Pacifio
coast points. As many tons will be
required in the nporth before the new
orop is ready, another advance in both
oals and catmeal i looked for, No at-
tempt has been made to corner the
market.

MIll Wil Net Close Dewn.
D. A. Merriman, president and gen-
eral manager of the nail mill at Ever-
oit, Wash., received word from the
beadquarters of the American Steel
Wire Company, in Chicago, that 3,500
tons of wire rods were about to be
ahipped to Everett for the mill at that
point. This mill has been running
night and day for the past two weeks,
and there is not enough wire rods on
band to keep it running more than a
mounth longer, so it was femred that
the mill would have to ehut down, but
this shipment of rods, however, will
be wufficient to keep the mill running
continuouely for at least three months.

Bouthenstern Oregun Woel.

The wool market has opened up in
Red Bluff, and the prevailing prices
mnge from 81 to 7 cents for fall clips,
and 11 to 18 cents for the spring clips,
only a small quantity selling at t\he
top price. It in expected that by the
end of the week the whole spring olip
of Tebama county will be in. It is
evident that the Lake county market
will not be as lively as that of the
spring ol '08, owing to the fact that
there still remaine s0 much unmold
wool. Figures gathered from the vari-
ous wool centers of Oregon give a total
ol 6,000,000 pounds remaining unsold
from the clip of 1898,

Cold Blorage Plant.

Oloott Payne, the Northwest agent
of the Frick lce Machine Company, of
Waynesboro, Pa., is at present in Lew-
iston, Idaho, preparing plans and speci-
fications for the cold storage plant o
be established at Vineland by the
Lewiston Ice & Cold Storage Copmany.
The company will put in an ice ma-
chine plant baving a capacity ol ten
tons, with a cold storage warehouse at-
tached, and provided with ample fa.
cilities for handling the fruit crop
along the rivers and other cold storage
business. The plant will be installed
and ready for business early 1n July.

Electric Lights for Republie.

The Ban Poil Mining & Water Com-
pany has secured a Iranchise and right
of way from the commissioners of
Ferry county Lo string wires, set poles
and introdooe electric lights through-
out the town and snburbs of Republie.
