BOUNDARY FIGHT.

GREAT BRITAIN WANTS SLICE
OF NEW GOLD FIELDS

Contends that We Muat Glve Up Bome
of Aluska-Americans Coustrue the
Meaning of the Treaty Ome Way, and
the British See Another Way
Aslde from the Phillppine war, the

subject eugrossing most publle atten-
tion Is the dispute between the Unlted
States and Eugland over the line which
cuts Alusks off Canada. The question,
officially, is in the hands of an Anglo-
American commisslon, whose roport Is
belng withheld by the two govern-
ments becanse, as It 1a reported, the
commilssion could not agree upon
terms.  Where the matter will end no-
body knows now, for both Uncle Sam
aml John Bull are anxlous to get for
thelr subjects as wuech of the gold land
of Alaska and BEritish Columbia as
they can. This commisslon was as-
signed several other matters of arbitra-
ton or adjustment, but the boundary
question Is the one which demands the
quickest settlement, for It is lable any
day to create trouble between the two
governments,

Hiatory of Questign in Dispnte.

By the Webster-Ashburton treaty of
1842 between the United States and
Great Britalo the porthern and  enst-
ern boundarles were nccurately defined
from the Rocky Mountalns to Mars
HIl, at the eastern end of Malne, In
regard to the porthern and western
boundary, after considerable discussion
and diplomatie fencing, the question
was left unsettled. Out of this boun-
dary question grew the exeltement
which led to the adoption of the eam-
paign cry, “Fifty-four forty or fight.”
How this old boundary question has
been at least partially revived involves
an interesting play of treaty agalnst
treaty and rights agalost rights, To
understand It, It Is necessary to go back
to the ukase of the Emperor Alexander
I. In 1822, by which he declared all the
territory of the Pacific coast north of
the firty-firat parallel of sorth latitude
Russlan ter:itory, and by the same
ukase made that part of the Paecifie
Ocean lying north of the Ofty-Grst par-
allel of Iatitude In America to 49 de-
grees nerth latitode on the Aslatic
coast a closed sea. The effect of this
ukase was to exclude Unlted States
whalers from the Northern Pacifie, an
exclusion which the Government of
the United States vigorously protested,
and as a result, in 1824, by treaty be-
tween the two governmenis, the North-
eru Pacifle was made an open sea.

* By the Oregon settlement of 1840
Great Britnln got to the Pacifie, that
solition at the time belng regarded as
prefergble to fighting or to o probable
contest all along the Paclic coast with
England for supremacy, The United
Btates sacrificed the great Northwest
In _order to acquire New Mexico and
Californln.  Everything consldered,
that prohably was the best solutlon. It
gave the Unlted States a compact ter-
ritory, aml, admitting that Capada and
thé United States are always to remain
separate countries, it Is but reasonable
the former should bave its outlet on

Fome of the Diflicultios.

Liut to arrive at such a solutlon It 1s
necessary to know where the equlties
lle. Those belng determined, it Is next
requlsite to ascertaln what, f any-
thing, the other party has to offer in
retarn for walving or ylelding any of
these equities, This s the difficult
part of the subject. By the terms of
the treaty of 1825 between Great Brit-
aln and Russla, the provislons of which
were adopted at the treaty of cesslon
between Russla and the Unlted States
in 1887, the line of demarcation be-
tween Russinn Amerien, as It was then
called, and Great Britain's North
Amerlean possessions, was defined,

When this treaty was made It was
supposed there was a range of moun-
talns running down the entire const,
practically, thus forming a natural
watershed and line of demareation.
The Russlane caved only for a foothold
along the coast, as It was with the
fisherles they were concerned. The
treaty, however, made provision as to
how the boundary sbould be deter-
mined should It be found that at any
place there Is no such natural bound-
ary by limiting the Russian (now Unl-
ted States) territory to a dlstance of
ten marine leagues, or thirty miles,
from the const. The Canadlan and
British coutentlon, as now made, turns
upon the Portland canal. The British,
at least until recently, bhve clalmed
that the words Portland canal or chan-
nel In the conventlon were o mistake
for Behm canal, or Clarence Inlet, or
else that what Ia now called Portland
canal was not then so called,
