PROTECT SETTLERS.

Liew Land Clalm Not Really Effective
Agalust Oecupantia - Burden of Froof
on Hallroad, Instead of Settler.

Settlers in the states of Washington
ind Oregon, and, in fact, in all the
staes through which the Northern I'a-
cific mailroad pames, are very much in-
terested in the rulings now being made
by the interior department on the act
of congress of June 4, 1897, which al-
lows the Northern Pacific Railroad
Company and others to select lands in
lien of lands embraced in the various
forest reserves and held by them under
patent or under unprotected claims or
squa‘ters’ rights

In lien of the lands so relinquished
the mailroad company and others was
authorized to eelect from any vacant
lands open to settlement.

The department of the interior has
held “vacant lands to settlement’ to
mean, if npecessary, all unsurveyed
lands. Therefore, settlers or squatters
on unsurveved lands have been very un-
easy for some time, and many of them
felt that there is little prospect of hold-
ing their claima,

The land department of the milroad
company, however, asserts that it is
mtlupnrpmmukuhehndsolwy

(30 settler,

At the same time the department of
the interior encourages the settlers to
continue their settlement, and within
three months after the acceptance of
the official survey of their lands to as-
sert their claims thereto.

The ruling of the department is that
the party first initiating the righs of
settlement has the prior claim,

Congressman Jones, of Washington,
who has just introduced a relief bill on
behall of settlers, is of the opinion
that moet settlers would not think of
fighting the railroad company, snd,
thereiore, the law as it was enacted
does grave injustice to settlers, as s
rule. In an interview Mr, Jones said:

“It has been repeatedly asserted that
lands npon which there are settlera
have been filed on by the ruilroad com-
pany under the present law. To pre-
vent this is one of the objects of the
law. 1 know that settlers have their
remedy. That is to fight the claim of
the company and establish their prior
righta. This {s expensive. The wset-
tlers are not wealthy, The grospect of
delay is disconraging, and many preier
to abandon their settlements rather
than bear the expense and delay of a
contest.

““The railroad cannot complain at
thees provisions. T/ its claim to a tract
of land i8 just is will prevail. Delay
and expense cannot hurt it as they do
the eettler. All it has to do is to in-
spect the land. 1f it finds a settler
and does not think he is there bona fide
it can contest his claim as any other
contestant, but it should bear the bur-
den of such contest. These bills are
introduced without any hostility to the
railroad, but out of a desire to do jus-
tice to the settler. [ believe the gov-
ernment should be quite lenient with
men who are striving to reclaim the
public domain, especially nowgwhen
the choice land is taken up. II we
had more owners of small tracts of
land we would be better off.""

Benator Foster and Representative
Cushman have each given much atten-
tion to the claims of settlers and their
rights, and in all cases there is an un-
qualified eentiment [avorable to the
pioneer and home-building squatter
and settler.

OCEAN GRAVEYARD.

MOST DANGEROUS PART OF THE
ATLANTIC.

[t Lies Abont the Mouth of the Oulf
of 8t. Lawrenee - UCross Currents, Fogs,
Icebergs, Neefa and Other Bnares to
Harase Mariners.

If one prong of & palr of companses
be placed about the ceuter of the Gulf
of BL Lawrence, and the other de-
scribe a semlcirele from Labrador te
the southernmost point of Nova Scotla

the area clicumscribed might well be
called the graverard of the Atlantle,

|l\‘ot only 1 this part of the ocean sub-

ject to all the gales of the rearing for
tles, but every kind of water suare that
entrapa luckless sallors 1s found ln this
section of the North Atlantle. The
dirty brownish fogs that lle across the
horizon above Belle Lale are, of course,
the most treacherous enemy for the
ocean llner. They conceal the other
dangers, and the other dangers are
nelther few nor far apart. What with
leebergs ranging In size from a few
bundred feet in elreumference to mon-
sters nlne miles (o length (the exact di-
mension of one measured by the New.
tonudland superintendent of fisherics),
with naked rock walls rising vertically
T0O feet out of the sea, with erumbled
ledges whose saw-tooth edge stands up
In planacles or slopes down to a white
capped reef, and with the submergoed
shoals of the S8able and Magdaleno I8l
and districts. the pllot has as dificult
& plece of water to navigate as could
be found.

The perils of Nova Scotlan waters
ran be and have been lessened. Light-
houses now mark the most dangerous
polots, and long ago a stop was put to
the uefarlous work of the wreckers
who plled succesaful depredutions
with Bable Island as a basls. Time
was, within the memory of navigators
stili ilving, when false lighta above the
sands of Sable Island lured passing
shipa to thelr ruln, and when the gov-
ernment crulsers would come to the
ships’ ald not a thing would be found
but the stripped hull. Though passen-
gers might have waded ashore ln some
places, the dead nsed to be found strip-
ped of all clothing and jewels, with the
ring finger cut off, and frequently the
gash of a wrecker’s weapon across the
forehead, signs plainly telling of & con.
flict between the passengers struggling
ashore through beating surf and the
murderous men who awalted them,
But all this Is a thing of the past on
Bable Island, Not only were wreck-
ers driven off, but llve stock was
placed on the long stretch of grass
grown sand, so that castaways counld
have some meaps of subsistence untll
belp came,

Belle Isle stralt Is by far the most
treacherous part of the North Atlantle
route, The coast of Labrador projects
Into the ocean llke a barrier agulnst

the flnging tides; and when the bafed |

current finds reslstance suddenly re-
moved, when the parrow stralts open
between Newfoundland and Labrador,
the waters toss In with the aldling mo-
tlon that creates the beam sea so hate-
ful to all Inndsmen. The strength of
this Inburating current simply cannot
be calenlated or counteracted by any
mariner, In width the stralts vary
from nlue to forty miles; and when the
brownlsh fog never absent from the
northern horizon spreads southward,
obscuring every landmark, It s lm-
posalble for any captaln to keep up
speed and retaln his bearings. He may
refer to his chart an often as he pleases
and tell himself, “Thus and thus have
we come, and here ls the place we
are.” Tide and fog may have betrayed
him In spite of his calculntions, and he
may be at least a hundred miles out of
his course,

Besldes the danger fromn fog and tide
at the entrance to the Gulf of 8t. Law-
rence, there 1s the peril of long, sharp
ledgen that furrow all parts of the
northern coast and are only visible by
the fretted llne of surface spray. No
lighthouses mark these hidden reefs,
and many a schooner comes to grief
upon them during the night or In a fog.
False Cape runs out from Newfound-
land In great, jagged, towering rocks,
torn by the driving tide, and White Isl-
and lles off the shore bare and lonely
as s tombstone, Afar, from other
rocky lalands, comes the dull booming
of the surf, which Indiun legend of
Labrador describes as the shrieking of
demons over thelr Pprey. Roofless
huts used as wind-breaks by the seal-
ers In the spring add to the Indescril-
able loneliness of the tenantless const;
and If some fisherman’s dory comen
bounding over the waves Its sudden
disappearance behind some rocky emi-
nence only aecentuates the utter drear-
iness of the whole reglon.—New York
Evening Post.
